In order to obtaln the best possible results from your refrigerator, it Is important that you operate

it properly. This section will tell you how to do just that.

Setting the controls

Controls for the refrigerator and freezer are in

the refrigerator. When the refrigerator Is first

plugged in:

1. Set the Refrigerator Control to A (between
numbers 2 and 3).

2. Set the Freezer Control to A (between
numbers 2 and 3).

3. Give the refrigerator time to cool down
completely before adding food. This may
take several hours.

The settings indicated above should be
correct for normal, household refrigerator
usage. The controls will be set comectly
when milk or juice Is as cold as you like and
when ice cream is firm. If you need to
adjust these settings, see *Changing the
confrol settings” on page 8.

IMPORTANT: The Automatic Exterior Molsture
Control continuously guards against moisture
build-up on the outside of the refrigerator
cabinet. This control does not have 1o be set
or adjusted.

Changing the control settings

To change the temperature settings, follow
the steps below:

1. Adjust the Refrigerator Control first.

2. Walt at least 24 hours before making
further adjustments. This gives the
refrigerator and/or freezer time to reach
the set temperature.

3. Adjust the Freezer Control if necessary.
To make the refrigerator or freezer colder,

slide the control toward the number 4 setting.

To make the refrigerator or freezer less cold,

slide the control toward the number 1 setting.

Changing either the Refrigerator Control or
the Freezer Control will affect the
temperatures of both compartments.

Use the settings listed in the chart below as
a guldeline when adjusting the temperature

Adjusting the refrigerator shelves

Shelves can be adjusted to match the way
you use your refrigerator.

To remove shelves:

1. Tiit shelf up at front.
2. Lift shelf up at back.
3. Pull shelf straight out.

IMPORTANT: Glass shelves are heavy. Handle
with care.

To replace shelves:

1. Guide the rear hooks of shelf into slofs in
the shelf supports.

2. Tiit shelf up at front until hooks drop into
slofs. Lower front of shelf to level position.

3. Check the stabllity of the shelf to be sure
hooks have been Inserted properly.

Using the wine/egg rack

The rack is shaped to hold either a bottie of
wine or a carton of eggs securely. The rack
can hang over the left or right side of any
refrigerator shelf.

Removing the utility bin
To remove utiltiy bin:

1. With an even, constant motion, slide utility
bin out to the stop.

2. Uft the front.
3. Slide utility bin out the rest of the way.
4. Replace in reverse order.

Removing the crisper and cover

To remove crisper:
1. Slide crisper out to the stop.

2, Uft crisper front and pull out the rest of the

way.

To replace crisper:

1. Posltion crisper slides on the front of the
track.

2. Push crisper up and onto track.
3. Slide crisper Iin until it stops.

To remove glass cover:

1. Remove top crisper.

2. Tilt cover up at front.

3. Lift cover at back and pull straight out,
4. Replace in reverse order.

IMPORTANT: Glass shelves are heavy. Handle
with care.

Adjusting the crisper humidity control

You can control the amount of humidity in

the moilsture-sealed crisper.

» The control can be adjusted to any setting
between LOW and HIGH.

¢ LOW (open) lets moist air out of the crisper
for best storage of fruits and vegetables
with skins.

» HIGH (closed) keeps molst alr in the crisper
for best storage of fresh, leafy vegetables.

Removing the meat locker

To remove meat locker:

1. Slide meat locker out to the stop.

2. Liff meat locker front and pull out the rest
of the way.

To replace meat locker:

1. Position meat locker slides on the front of
the track.

2. Push meat locker up and onto track.

Adjusting the meat locker temperature control

The Meat Locker Temperature Control allows
you to adjust the meat locker storage
temperature.

Cold air flows against the meat locker
through an opening between the freezer
and the refrigerator. Slide the control up or
down to allow more or less cold air through
the opening. This helps keep the meat locker
colder than the rest of the refrigerator for
best storage of meats.

* The dial or lever on the side of the ice
maker changes the size of the cubes.

« You will hear water running when ice maker
is working. You'll hear ice fall into the bin.
Don’t let these sounds bother you.

* The Ice maker will not operate until the
freezer Is cold enough fo make ice. This can
take ovemight.

* Because of new plumbing connections, the
first ice may be discolored or off-flavored.
Discard the first few batches of ice.

« If ice Is not belng made fast enough and
more Ice Is needed, turn the Refrigerator
Control toward a higher number. Walt a
day and. if necessary, tum the Freezer
Control toward 4.

¢ if you remove the Ice bin, raise the signal
am to shut off the ice maker. When you
retum the bin, push it in all the way and
lower the signal am to the ON position.

¢ If cubes are stored too long, they may
develop an off-flavor ... like stale water.
Throw them away. lce maker will make new
ice. Cubes in the ice bin can also become
smaller by evaporation.

¢ Good water qudlity Is important for good
Iice quaility. It is not recommended that the
ice maker be connected to a soffened
water supply. Water softener chemicals,
such as salt from a malfunctioning softener,
can damage the lce maker mold and lead
to poor ice quallty. If a softened water
supply cannot be avoided, It Is important
that the water softener be well malntained
and operating properly.

Running sounds The high-efficlency compressor and motor will run
longer than older designs.
Trickling waler/water sounds During the defrost cycle, the refrigerator will not be

The trickling water is the frost accumulation
on the freezer coll melting and running into the
defrost pan. When the refrigerator stops running, you
may hear gurgling in the tubing for a few minutes.

If you will be away for less than four weeks,
there Is no need to shut off the refrigerator.
Use up perishables and freeze other items. If

you have an automatic ice maker, turn off
the automatic ice maker, then shut off the
water supply to the ice maker. Empty the ice
bin.

Long vacations
Remove all food if you will be gone a month

or more, If you have an automatic ice maker,

tumn off the water supply to the ice maker at
least one day before you leave. When the
last load of ice drops into the bin, turn the Ice
maker off. Turn the refrigerator-freezer off.
(See “Setting the controls” on page 7.)

Unplug the refrigerator and clean it ... rinse
well and dry. Tape rubber or wood blocks to
the tops of both doors ... keeping them open
far enough for air to get in. This will keep odor
and mold from building up.

Do not dllow children to climb on, play
near or crawl Inside the refrigerator when
the doors are blocked open.

Moving

If you have an automatic ice maker, tum off
the water supply to the ice maker at least
one day before you move. When the last
load of ice drops into the bin, tum the Ice
maker off by ralsing the signal am. Empty
the ice bin.

Remove all food and pack it in dry Ice.
Unplug the refrigerator and clean it
thoroughly ... rinse well and dry. Take out all
removable parts and tape them together so
they won'’t rattle. Screw In the leveling legs.
tape the door shut and tape the power
supply cord to the cabinet.

When you get to your new home, put
everything back and refer to page 5. Also.
remember to reconnect the water supply
line to the ice maker if you have one.

Power interruptions

If electricity goes off, call the power
company. Ask how long the power will be
off.

1. If service Is to be interrupted 24 hours or
less, keep both doors closed. This will help
foods stay frozen.

2, [f service Is fo be interrupted longer than
24 hours:

(a) Remove all frozen food and store ina
frozen food locker.

OR

(b) Place 2 Ibs. (0.9 kg) of dry ice In
freezer for every cubic foot of freezer
space. This will keep food frozen for 2

to 4 days. Wear gloves to protect your

hands from burns.
OR
(©) If neither a food locker nor dry ice Is

available, use or can perishable food
at once.

3. A full freezer will stay cold longer than a
pariy filled one. A freezer full of meat will
stay cold longer than a freezer full of
baked goods. If food contains ice crystals,
it may be safely refrozen, although the
quality and flavor may be affected. If the
condition of the food Is poor, or if you feel
it is unsafe, dispose of if.

Storing fresh food

Vegetables

Leaty:

Remove store wrapping. Tear off bruised and
discolored areas. Wash in cool water, drain.
Place In plastic bag or container and store In
crisper.

With skins:

Store In crisper or plastic bag.

Fruit

Berries:

Sort to remove Iinjured berries. Do not wash
berries until they are to be served. Store in
original container in crisper.

Other:

Sort to remove injured frult before storing.
Wash fruit, let dry, place In perforated plastic

bag or loosely covered in plastic container
and store In crisper.

Eggs
Store in original carton. For best storage,
place on Interior shelf or In wine/egg rack.

Dairy products

Milk:

Store in original container on refrigerator
shelf,

Butter or margarine:

Store In the utility compartment or on
refrigerator shelf untll opened. When
opened., store In covered dish or on butter
dish In the utility compartment.

Cheese:

Store in original packaging until opened.
When opened, tightly rewrap in plastic wrap
or aluminum foll and store in utility
compariment or on refrigerator shelf.

Leftovers

Cover with plastic wrap or aluminum foll, or
place in plastic contalners with tight fiting
lids.

Condiments
Store small jars and bottles in door bins.

Beverages

Wipe off bottles and cans. Store in door bins
or on refrigerator shelf.

Meat

Cured or smoked meat and cold cuts:

Store In original packaging until opened.
When opened, fightly rewrap using plastic
wrap or aluminum foll.
