Cooking in metal containers
can damage the oven. SO
can containers with hidden
metal (twist-ties, foil-lining,
staples, metallic glaze or
trim). Test dinnerware or CoOk-
ware before using.

Paper can char or burn,
and some plastics can
melt if used when heating
foods for more than 4
minutes.

To test a dish for safe use, put it
into the oven with a cup of
water beside it. Cook on high
Cook Power for one minute.

If the dish gets hot and the
