Important Safety Instructions

AWARNING

To reduce the risk of fire, electrical shock, or
injury to persons when using your washer, fol-
low basic precautions, including the following:

¢ Read all instructions before
using the washer.

o NEVER wash items cleaned,
washed, soaked in or spotted with
wayx, paint, gasoline, or flammable
fluids in the washer. The fumes
can create a FIRE HAZARD or
EXPLOSION. ALWAYS hand
launder and air dry fabrics contain-
ing these materials.

e NEVER allow children to operate,
play with, or crawl inside the
washer. Close supervision of
children is necessary when the
washer is used near children.

* When discarding an old washer,
ALWAYS remove the lid to prevent
accidental entrapment.

¢ DO NOT reach into the washer
basket while it is filling with water,
while agitator is moving or while
basket is spinning.

Starting your washer
