Starting Your Dryer

Before starting your dryer, be sure laundry is sorted and loaded
properly (see your “Dryer Guide”). Be sure the door is tightly closed.

Lint screen

Clean the lint screen betore each load. A screen blocked by lintcan
increase drying time and may be a FIRE HAZARD.

Open the lid and pull the lint screen
straight out.

WARNING: DO NOT run the
dryer with the lint screen
loose, damaged, blocked

or missing. Doing so can
cause overheating, damage fabrics
and be a FIRE HAZARD.

ROLL the lint off the screen with
your fingers.

DO NOT rinse or wash the screen.
Push the screen firmly back into place.

Lint removal

Lint can gather inside the dryer and create a FIRE HAZARD. This lint
should be removed at least every 2 1o 3 years, or more often, depending

on dryer usage.

Cleaning dryer interior

WARNING: Before
cleaning interior, unplug
power supply cord or,

turn off electrical powerto
avoid electrical shock hazard.

Garments which contain unstable
dyes, such as denim blue jeans or
brightly colored coftton items, may
discolor the dryer interior. If the
interior is discolored, clean with
one of the following methods to
avoid staining later load items.

Powdered laundry detergent and

very warm water
Make a paste with detergent and
very warm water. Apply paste to
a soft cloth and scrub area until
all excess dye is removed. Wipe
thoroughly with a damp cloth.
Tumble a load of rags. —-OR—

Liquid spray household cleaner
Spray on stained area. Rub with
a cloth until all excess dye is
removed. Tumble a load of rags.
