The lint screen
is inside the dryer
drum, on the
back wall. Clean
it before each
load. A screen
blocked by lint
can increase
drying time.

3. Roll lint off the
screen with
your fingers.

Lint can gather inside the dryer and create a FIREHAZARD. This lint

is discolored. clean with one of the
following methods to avoid staining
later load ttems.

Powdered laundry detergent and
very warm water

Make a paste with detergent and
very warm water. Apply paste to
a soft cloth and scrub area until all
excess dye is removed. Wipe thor-
oughly with a damp cloth. Tumble
aload of rags. —OR—

Liquid spray household cleaner
Spray on stained area. Rub with a
cloth until all excess dye is re-
moved. Tumble a load of rags.

e An electric dryer uses a circuit
breaker or 2 fuses. If one fuse is
blown, the dryer may run, but not
heat.
