If the lid is opened while the bas-
ket is spinning, the basket will
automatically stop in a few sec-
onds. DO NOT ADD OR REMOVE
ITEMS UNTIL THE BASKET STOPS
COMPLETELY.

SPECIAL CAUTION
Flammable gases may build up in

hot water pipes and heater. This
can happen when hot water
hasn't been used for a while (usu-
ally two weeks or more).

To prevent injury or damage,
allow any gases to escape by
running hot water from the faucet
nearest the washer tor several
minutes. Don’t smoke near the
faucet while it is open, and turn
off any open flame.

1. Sortthe Laundry into Loads.

e Group the laundry into loads that
can be washed and dried together.
See the Laundry Guide for informa-
tion and samples of typical loads.

e Try to mix large and small items for
best movement inthe washer.

2. Measure Detergent; Add to
Washer Basket.

e See detergent information on page
6 and in Section IV of the Laundry
Guide.

e Add dry bleach or water condi-
tioner (not fabric softener) if used.
Follow the package directions
carefully.

3. Load the Washer.

e Spread the load evenly. (Don't put
all the towels on one side and a few
wash cloths on the other) An unbal-
anced load can cause the washerto
shake during spinning.

® Load without packing so items can
move freely for best cleaning and
least wrinkling.

4. PourLiquid Bleach into the
Dispenser.

5. Pour Diluted Fabric Softener into
the Fabric Softener Dispenser.

Understanding
your Washer

This automatic washer has five
cycles. Each is designed for a fabric
type.

"The washer has a LOAD SIZE
SELECTOR that lets you adjust the water
level to match the size of the load.

It has a TEMPERATURE SELECTOR.
You can select the wash water temper-
ature best for the amount of soil and
fabric type in each load.

Sections in this Use & Care Guide
go into detail on the “what and why”
of each setting. Read this and the Laun-
dry Guide carefuliy to get the best
cleaning results.

MAGIC CLEAN®
lint filter

e The lint filter on your washer is self-
cleaning and operates at all water
levels. It filters the water used in your
washer during the wash and deep rinse.
The filter is cleaned automatically dur-
ing the drain periods and the lint or fuzz
collected in it is carried away.

e |f your washer drains into a laundry
tub, check the drain strainer for lint
accumulation after washing a linty type
load. A lint accumulation may prevent
proper drainage and cause the tub

to overflow.

Start your washer after you put in
detergent, the load, and any other
laundry aids according to information
on page 3 and page 6.

4. setthe LOAD SIZE SELECTOR.

e Select the water level that matches
the size of the load. See page 5 for
more information.

IMPORTANT: For the best cleaning
results with the least wrinkling, make
sure the load has enough water for
items to move freely.

2. Set the TEMPERATURE SELECTOR.
e Match the wash and rinse water tem-
peratures to the type of fabrics and soils
being washed. See the instructions
under the washer lid and on page 14 in
your Laundry Guide.

Washer.

e Push the Cycle Control Knob in and
turn it to the right (clockwise).

e Stop when the pointer is on the num-
ber of minutes of washing you want

in the cycle you want.

e Instructions for which cycles to use for
each fabric type are under the lid.

e To start the washer, pull the Cycle
Control Knob out. When the cycle is
over, the washer will stop.

¢ To stop the washer at any time
during a cycle, push the Control
Knob in. Pull it out to restart the washer.
¢ To change a setting, push the Con-
trol Knob in to stop the washer. Then turn
the Control Knob to the right (clockwise)
to the setting you want. Pull the knob
out to start the washer,

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Water Levels and
Load Sizes

The LOAD SIZE SELECTOR lets you
control the amount of water that fills
the washer.

e Washer will fill to selected level for
both the wash and deep rinse. '

ExSmall ......... 9.1 gallons (35 liters)
[ 11.6 gallons (45 liters)
B 14.5 gallons (58 liters)
Large ........... 16.9 gallons (65 liters)

To save water and energy,
match the water level to the load
size.

For the best cleaning results, the
load should move freely in the water.
Watch for rollover. An item (like a sock)
should sink in the middle and come
up later on the outside.

Important
Detergent
Information

Detergents and soaps clean
by loosening soil, and by holding it in
the water so it drains away. If not
enough detergent is used, soil and
lint can settle back on the items in
the load.

SOAP works best in soft water
(0-4 grains hardness). In harder water,
both the wash and rinse water should
be softened. Use enough soap to
make about 1% fo 2 inches (3.8 to 5.5
cm) of suds.

DETERGENT works in hard or
soft water. Package directions are

usually based on soft water and
washers with normal-size tubs. Use
more detergent...

1. for hard water.

2. for heavy greasy or

oily soils.

3. if the detergent is low

phosphate.

4. for cold-water washes.

DETERGENT SUDS. There are
high. normal and low sudsing pow-
dered detergents. If the recom-
mended amount of detergent makes
too much suds, switch to a lower
sudsing brand. DO NOT REDUCE THE
AMOUNT of detergent.

Use the following chart as
beginning suggestions for powdered
and liquid detergent amounts. See
your Llaundry Guide for more infor-
mation (pages 14-22).

Liquid Bleach
Dispenser

The bleach dispenser is under the
lid of the washer in the front corner. It
has the words, LIQUID BLEACH, oniit. The
dispenser will hold enough liguid
bleach for one wash load.
® Before starting the washer, but after
loading it, add the bleach.
¢ Use a measuring cup with a pouring
spout to help avoid spilling or spattering
the bleach,

¢ Follow the directions on the bottle for
the amount o use. Never use more
than 1 cup (250 mL) for a full load.
Use less with lower water level
settings. \

¢ Do not let any bleach run down
into the washer basket. Concen-
trated bleach can damage any
fabric.




To use the liquid
fabric softener
dispenser

The fabric softener cispenser s
used for cdding fabric softener auto-
matically to the deep rinse
1. Aftertre load and detergent have
teen added to the washer, fit the dis-
penser over the agitator cap as shown.
2. Pour the recommended amount of

fabric softener into a stanaard measur-

ing cup with a pouring spcut. Follow
package recommendations for the
amount to use.

IMPORTANT: Dilute tfabric
softener with water.

3. Add hot or warm water to dilute the
fabric softener and fill dispenser to the
FULL line mark. The diluted fabric soft-
ener will be dispensed just before the
washer fills for the deep rinse.

4. Clean dispenser after each use with
warm water only (detergent makes
fabric softener sticky and gummy).
NOTE: Do not stop washer, during the
first spin (affer the wash period). If you
do, the fabric softener dispenser will
empty too soon. This can result in stain-
ing of fakrics.
