Before using 
your Washer 

This washer IS different from the 
ones you may hove used before. It IS 
important that you read tnrs and the 
Laundry Gurde carefully to get the best 
results 

You are personally responsi- 
ble for making sure that your 
washer... 
l Is &alled by a qualtfled installer 
l Is properly installed and leveled on a 
floor that can support the weight 
l Is connected to the right krnd of outlet, 
electrrc supply, water supply and drain. 
l Is properly electrrcolly grounded 
l Is used only for ,obs normally 
expected of home automatic washers. 
l Is properly marntarned. 
l Is protected from the weather 
l Is not run by chrldren or anyone 
unable to operate rt properly. 

Remove tne Consumer Buy 
Guide label It WIII be easier to remove 
before the washer IS used. 

You may want to wrpe out the 
basket with a damp cloth before using 
to remove dust from storrng or shrpptng 
SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS: See the 
laundry Guide for tips on deter- 
gents, other laundry aids and 
instructions for washing special 
items.

For best washing results and 
energy savings, sort the laundry 
carefully. 
1. Sort the Laundry into Loads. 
l Group the laundry into loads that 
can be washed and dried together. 
See the Laundry Guide for informa- 
tion and samples of typical loads. 
l Try to mix large and small items for 
best movement in the washer. 



Using 
Your Washer 

Start your washer after you put in 
detergent, the load, and any other 
laundry aids according to InformatIon 
on page 3 

1. Set the TEMPERATURE SELECTOR. 
l Match the wash water temperature to 
the type of fabrics and SOIIS betng 
washed All rinses are cold 

2. Select a Cycle and Start the 
Washer. 
l Push the Cycle Control Knob In and 
turn It to the right (clockwlse) 
l Stop when the pointer IS on the nu’n 
Ser of q/flutes you want in the cycle you 
want NOTE: In the REGULAR HEAVY 
and KNIT GENTLE Cycles, the washer WIII 
fill only If the Control Knob points to a fill 
area 
l Instructions on which cycle to use for 
each fabric type are under the IId 
l To start the washer, pull the Cycle 
Control Knob out When the cycle IS 
over, the washer will stop 
l To stop the washer at any time 
during a cycle, push the Control 
Knob in. Pull It out to restart the washer 
l To change a setting, push the Con- 
trol Knob in to stop the washer. Then 
turn the Control Knob to the right (clock- 
wise) to the setting you want. Pull the 
knob out to start the washer 



3. To Use Less Wash Water. 
When you have only a few Items 

to wash, you may want to use less water 
to help save energy Setting the washer 
to f//i with iess water J/SO sets it for 0 
shorter ogitotion time 
l The washer will fill to its highest level 
(about 16.9 gallons or 64 0 Mers) when 
the Control Knob points to a fill area 
l To use less water push the Control 
Knob In and turn to the right (clockwiseI 
to a fill area in either the REGULAR 
HEAVY or KNIT GENTLE Cycle 

l Pull the Control Knob out, the washer 
will start to fill 
l When there IS as much water as you 
want in the washer, push the Control 
Knob In. SLOWLY turn the Control Knob 
to the right, past the fill area Pull the 
knob out to start. 

l You can have as many as 6. or as few 
as 2, minutes of agitotlon with a low 
water level In the REGULAR HEAVY 
Cycle In the KNIT GENTLE Cycle, you will 
have 2 to 4 minutes of agitation 
l For the SOAK Cycle, the washer fills to 
its highest level with water of the 
selected temperature For a rinse, the 
washer fllls to its highest level with cold 
water 

4. Load Sizes. 
For the best cleaning results, the 

load should move freely In the water. 
Watch for rollover An item [like a sock] 
should sink and come up again later

or heavily solled Items often need extra 
detergent Extra detergent can require 
an extra rinse 

Your washer can be set to rinse 
only Use the setting for ar extra rinse, or 
for laundry that only reeds a rinse and 
spin 

For high agitation ard SPIT 
speeds, use the asterlsk in the 
REGULAR HEAVY Cycle The KM’ 
GENTLE Cycle has low ag!tatioc and 
spin speeds

For Spinning Only 
There may be times when you 

want to drain out all the wash water and 
start over To stop the washer at any 
time, just push in on the Cycle Control 
Knob.
