After agitation starts, the knob turns clock-
wise until it points fo OFF and the cycle ends.

Liquid bleach dispenser

Always measure bleach. Do not
guess. Never use more than1cup
(250 mL) for a full load. Use less with
lower water level seftings. Follow
directions on bottle for safe use. Use
a cup with a pouring spout fo avoid
spilling.

1. Load the washer first.

2. Pour measured bleach carefully
into dispenser. DO NOT let bleach
splash, drip or run down into the
washer basket. Undiluted bleach
will damage any fabric it touches.

3. Startthe washer. Bleach will be
diluted automatically during the
wash part of the cycle.

Caring for your washer

WHEN NOT WASHING, keep both
water faucets turned off. This takes
the pressure off the water inlet valve
and hoses.

REMOVE SHARP OBJECTS such as pins,
buckles, etc., from clothes before
washing. Close metal zippers.

NEVER USE THE WASHERTO...

e store wet or dry laundry.

e soak for more than 2 hours.

¢ soak with chlorine bleach.

¢ soak with vinegar or other
