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Starting your washer 

2. Place sorted load in waiher

l Turn the knob to point at a Setting l Match the wash water temperature 
that descrrbes the size of load you to the type of fabrics and soils being 
want to wash washed 

l The water level can be set for SMALL 
[a few items) or LARGE (a full load). 

l All rinses are cold. Cold rinses 
save energy and help prevent 
wrinkles from setting into fabrics. 

NOTE: Use the LARGE water level 
for best permanent press results.

3. Start the washer 

A. Push in the Control Knob and 
turn it to the right. It must be 
pushed in and turned only 
clockwise. 

6. Stop on a number in the cycle 
you want. The numbers are min- 
utes of wash time. The drawing 
shows10 minutes of agitation in 
the REGULAR Cycle. 

C. Start the washer by pulling out 
the Control Knob. The washer 
will fill to the level you set with 
wash water of the selected 
temperature. After filling, the 
washer will agitate for the 
selected number of minutes. 

D. To stop the washer at any time 
push in the Control Knob. To 
restart the washer, pull out the 
Control Knob. 



What happens in each cycle* 
Each cycle has been designed for different kinds of fabrics. Numbers on the 

dial in each cycle are the minutes of WASH agitation time. 
When the Cycle Control Knob is set to a number and pulled out, the washer 

fills before agitation and timing starts. After aqitation starts, the knob turns clock- 
wise until it points to OFF and the cycle ends -

NOTE: You may hear the sound of water spraying during the spin parts of 
some cycles. In some cycles, cold water is sprayed on the spinning load to help 
with the rinsing. I

Other operating instructions 
For a rinse and spin 

You may need an extra rinse and 
spin for heavily solled loads which 
need more detergent (Extra de- 
tergent can require an extra rinse ) 
l Push Control Knob In 
l Turn clockwlse to any *on the dial

Caring for your washer 

WHEN NOT WASHING, keep both 
wafer faucets turned off. This fakes 
the pressure off the wafer inlet valve 
and hoses. 

REMOVE SHARP OBJECTS such as pins, 
buckles, etc., from clothes before 
washing. Close metal zippers. 

AFTER WASHING, use a soft dry cloth 
to wipe the outside and inside dry. 
Leave the lid up until the basket is dry. 
Wipe up spills right away. Spills can 
dull or damage the finish. 

SHARP OR HEAVY OBJECTS should 
never be put on or in the washer. 
Check pockets for bolts, nuts, 
fools, etc. 

SOME PRETREATMENT PRODUCTS 
can damage washer and dryer dials 
consoles and finishes. Do not use 
these products on or near your 
washer or dryer. 



Winterizing 
Because some water stays in fhe washer, freez- 

ing can cause a lot of damage. If your washer is 
stored or moved during the cold weather..

Discon- automobile-type DRAIN and SPIN 
nect and drain antifreeze in the (see page B). Let it 
water inlet hoses. basket. run for about 30 

seconds to mix the 
antifreeze and 
water. 

4. Run the washer 
through a com- 
plete cycle with 
one cup of deter- 
gent to clean out 
the antifreeze. 

To use ihe washer again.. . 
1. Flush water pipes and hoses. 
2. Connect hoses to the washer. 
3. Turn on the water faucets.

Performance problems often re- 
sult from little things you can find 
and fix yourself without tools of any 
kind. 

IF YOUR WASHER DOES NOT FILL: 
l Is the power supply cord 

plugged in? 
l Are both water faucets open? 
l Are fuses blown or circuit-breaker 

tripped? 
l Are the water supply hoses 

kinked? 
l Is the Cycle Control Knob set and 

pulled out? 

IF YOUR WASHER DOES NOT SPIN: 
l Is the lid closed? 
l Is the power supply cord 

plugged in? 
l Is a fuse blown or circuit-breaker 

tripped? 

IF YOUR WASHER STOPS 
DURING A CYCLE: 
l Remember, the washer pauses 

briefly at different times in each 
cycle. These pauses are normal. 

MAKE SURE THE DRAIN HOSE IS 
HIGHER THAN THE WATER LEVEL IN 
THE WASHER. IF IT ISN’T... 
l The washer may seem to be 

draining during wash and rinse 
cycles. 

l Water can siphon out (See “ln- 
stallation Instructions:‘)
