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Safety first

ALWAYS unplug the power sup-
ply cord before attempting to
service the washer.

NEVER put your hands into the
washer until all motion stops. If
the lid is opened while the bas-
ket is spinning, the basket will
automatically stop in a few
seconds.

DO NOT allow children to
operate or play with the washer.
ALWAYS store detergent, laundry
aids and other materialsin a
cool, dry place where children

can'treach them — in a locked
cabinet, if possible.

ALWAYS read and follow instruc-
tions on packages of detergent
and laundry aids — especially
warnings and precautions.

To prevent injury or
damage, turn on all hot water
faucets and allow water to run
for several minutes.

Do not
smoke or use any open flame
near the faucet while it is open.

What happens in each cycle®

Each cycle has different agitation and spin speeds designed for different
kinds of fabrics. Numbers on the dial in each cycle are the minutes of WASH

agitation time.

When the Cycle Control Knob is set to a number and pulled out, the washer
fills before agitation and timing starts. After agitation starts, the knob turns clock-
wise until it points to OFF and the cycle ends.

Liquid bleach dispenser

Always measure bleach. Do not
guess. Never use more than1cup
(250 mL) tor a tuli load. Use Iless with
lower water level seftings. Foliow
directions on bottle for safe use. Use
a cup with a pouring spout to avoid
spilling.

Liquid fabric softener dispenser

1. Add detergent and load tothe

basket.

2. Add liquid fabric softener to
the dispenser using the amount
recommended on the bottle.

3. Avoid dripping or spilling any fab-
ric softener on the load.

Cleaning the lint filter

Clean filter after every load for best
filtering results. Note: The load type
will vary the amount of lint build-up.
To clean:

o Lift off the agitator barrel.

¢ Wash or wipe the filter clean in the
bottom of the agitator barrel. The
filter is not removable.

* Replace the agitator barrel and
snap into place.

1. Load the washer first.
2. Pour measured bleach carefully
into dispenser. DO NOT let bleach
splash, drip or run down into the
washer basket. Undiluted bleach
will damage any fabric it fouches.
3. Start the washer.Bleach will be
diluted automatically during the
wash part ofthe cycle.

4. Dilute fabric softener with hot
water. Add enough hot water to fill
the dispenser up fo the opening.

5. Start the washer. Diluted liquid fab-
ric softener will be added to the
load during the deep rinse portion
ofthe cycle.

NOTE: Do not stop the washer
during this ime. If you do, the
softener will mix with the remaining
soapy wash water. This will cause
stains. Do not put detergent in the
liquid fabric softener dispenser.

6. If dispenser needs cleaning, flush
with hot water. NOTE: Do not wash
clothes with dispenser removed.

Caring for your washer

WHEN NOT WASHING, keep both
water faucets turned off. This takes
the pressure off the water inlet valve
and hoses.

REMOVE SHARP OBJECTS such as pins,
buckles, etc., from clothes before
washing.

If your washer fills and drains with-

out running:

¢ Make sure that the Cycle Control
Knob is pointing to a number in the
cycle.

Make sure the drain hose is higher

than the water level in the washer. If

it isn’t...

* The washer may seem to be drain-
ing during wash and rinse cycles.

¢ Water can siphon out. (See “Installa-
tion Instructions.’)
