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Safety first

ALWAYS unplug the powersup-
ply cord before attempting to
service the washer.

NEVER put flammable fluids (dry-
cleaning solvents, gasoline, ker-
osene) into your washer. NEVER
use them near your washer.
ALWAYS hand launder or Qir dry
fabrics treated with flammable
fluids before putting them into
your washer.

NEVER put your hands into the
washer until all motion stops. If
the lid is opened while the bas-
ket is spinning, the basket will
automatically stop in a few
seconds.

DO NOT allow childrento
operate or play with the washer.
ALWAYS store detergent, laundry
aids and other materialsin a
cool, dry place where children
can't reach them —in a locked

cabinet, if possible.

ALWAYS read and follow instruc-
tions on packages of detergent
and laundry aids — especially
warnings and precautions.

HAZARDOUS FUMES can be
formed if chlorine bleach is used
in the same wash as ammonia
or acids such as vinegar or rust
remover.

DO NOT machine wash glass
tiber materials. Small particles
can stick to tabrics washed in
following loads and cause skin
irritation.

SPECIAL CAUTION: If hot water
has not been used recently (usu-
ally two weeks orlonger), explo-
sive hydrogen gases may build
up in the water heater and hot
wafer pipes. To prevent injury or
damage, turn on all hot water
faucets and allow water to run
for several minutes. This will
allow gases to escape. Do not
smoke or use any open flame
near the faucet while it is open.

What happens in each cycle*

Each cycle has been designed for different kinds of fabrics. Numbers on the

dial in each cycle are the minutes of WASH agitation time.

When the Cycle Control Knob is set to a number and pulled out, the washer
fills before agitation and timing starts. After agitation starts, the knob turns clock-
wise until it points to OFF and the cycle ends.

Cleaning the lint filter

Clean filter after every load for best
filtering results. Note: The load type
will vary the amount of lint build-up.

To clean: :

e Lift off the agitator barrel.

¢ Wash or wipe the filter clean in the
bottom of the agitator barrel. The
filter is not removable.

¢ Replace the agitator barrel and
snap into place.

Caring for your washer

Because some water stays in the washer, freez-

Ing can cause a lot of damage. If your washer is
stored or moved during the cold weather...

1. Shut off both water
faucets. Discon-
nectand drain
waterinlet hoses.

. Put a quart of

automobile-type
antifreeze inthe
basket.

3. Setthe washerfora
DRAIN and SPIN
(see page 8). Let it
run for about 30
seconds to mix the
antifreeze and
water.

To use the washer again...
1. Flush water pipes and hoses.
2. Connecthoses to the washer.
3. Turn on the water faucets.

4. Run the washer

through a com-
plete cycle with
one cup of deter-
gentto clean out
the antifreeze.

If your washer stops during a cycle:

e Remember, the washer pauses
briefly at different times in each cy-
cle. These pauses are normal.

If your washer fills and drains with-

out running:

e Make sure that the Cycle Control
Knob is pointing to a number in the
cycle.

Make sure the drain hose is higher

than the water level in the washer. If

it isn’t...

* The washer may seem to be drain-
ing during wash and rinse cycles.

e Water can siphon out. (See “Installa-
tion Instructions.’)
