Audible Signals

Audible signals are available to guide you when sefting and using your oven. (A programming tone will
sound each time you touch a pad. Two beeps will sound between cycles. A reminder tone will sound
every 30 seconds after cooking is done to remind you that something has been left in the oven. A 3 second
tone signals the end of the Minute Timer function.) If you don't hear a tone, it is because of incorrectly
entered instructions or because the tones have been removed. For example, a tone will not sound if you
touch a Number Pad before you touch a Command Pad.

* You can change times, or add cycles at any time during the AUTO START cycle.
