Microwave Oven Controls 
There are four park in the control section: 
-The Digital Display/Clock and Indicator 

Lights 
-Command Pads 
- Number Pads 
- Fan and Light Pads 
lnstnrctions for each control are covered on the 
following pages. Read them carefully. 

When you first plug in the oven, a tone sounds 
and the Display will show 88:88. If affer you set 
the Clock (page 6), the Display again shows 
all 8’s; your electricity was off for a while. 
Reset the Clock.

Number Pads Fan and light Pads 

Once you’ve touched a Command Pad to fell 
ihe oven what you want if to do, you’ll touch 
Number Pads to fell if... 
-a time. 
- a Cook Power. 
-a food temperature. 

The six pads at the bottom of the control 
panel control the 2-Speed Exhaust Fan and 
the Cooktop Light. 

Touch Fan Pad for the desired fan speed. 
(NOTE: if the temperature gets too hot aroirnd 
the microwave oven, the exhaust fan in the 
vent hood will automatically turn on the LOW 
setting to protect the oven. it may stay on up 
to an hour to cool the oven. When this occurs, 
the Pan Pad will not turn the fan off.) 

Touch Light Pad for the desired cooktop or 
countertop lighting. 

Audible Signals 
Audible signals are available to guide you when setting and using your oven. (A programming tone wlil 
sound each time you touch a pad. Two beeps will sound between cycles. A reminder tone will sound every 
60 seconds after cooklng Is done to remlnd you that something has been left in the oven. Four beeps signal 
the end of the Mlnute Tlmer function and a Cook or Defrost cycle.] If you don’t hear a tone, if is because of 
Incorrectly entered InstructIons or because the tones have been removed. For example, a tone will not 
sound if you touch a Number Pad before you touch a Command Pad.

When the oven Is first plugged in, a tone sounds and the Display shows “88:88:’ If the 
electric power ever goes off, the Display will again show ail 8’s when the power comes 
back on. 
You can cook or use the Minute Timer wlfhout setting the Clock, but the Display will be 
blank after cooklng. 

DO THIS... THIS HAPPENS... 

The Display will show a “0” and the 
colon will start to flash. The first 
Number Pad must be touched within 
5 seconds or the Display will go 
blank. If this happens, touch CLOCK 
SET again and continue.

Cooking in Your Microwave Oven 
Although a new rating method* rates this oven at 800 waits, you may use a reliable 
cookbook with recipes developed for 650-700 wait microwave ovens. 

Be sure to read the MICRO MENUS@ Cookbook packed with the microwave oven. 
It contains information about: 

l What microwave energy is. 
l How food is cooked by microwave energy. 
l What affects cooking speed and cooking evenness. 
l Safely tips. 
l Utensils to use when cooking in a microwave oven. 
l Cooking times for different foods. 

fmpottant things to remember to get the best cooking results: 
l ALWAYS cook food for the MINIMUM recommended cooking time. If necessary, add time 

in one or two minute periods, then check for doneness to avoid overcooking the food. 
l Stir, turn or rearrange the food being cooked about halfway through the cooking time for 

most even doneness with all recipes. 
l If a glass cover is not available, use waxpaper, paper towels or microwave approved 

plastic wrap. Turn back a corner to vent steam during cooking. 
‘IEC-705 Test Procedure. The IEC-705 Test Procedure is an internationally-recognized method of 
rating microwave wattage output and does not represent an actual change to output power 
or cooking performance.

Cooking time can be changed any tlme before touching START or durlng the cycle:

2. Touch numbers for the new time. 
3. Touch START. 
Cook will continue cooking for the new time. 

Cooking at Lower Cook Powers 
For best results, some recipes call for lower Cook Powers. The lower the Cook Power, the 
slower the cooklng. Each Number Pad also stands for a different percentage of Cook Power. 
Many recipes In your MICRO MENUS@ Cookbook tell you, by number, which Cook Power to use. 
Recipes In other books and magazlnes may tell you by name (HI. MED, LO, etc.] or 
percentage (lo%, 50%, 80%, etc.]. 
The following chart gtves the percentage of Cook Power each Number Pad stands for, and 
Cook Power name usually used.

Defrosting 
Use QUICK DEFROST to thaw frozen food before cooking. For suggested defrost times, see 
the gulde behlnd the oven door or in your MICRO MENUS@ Cookbook. Do not use defrosting 
times developed for other types of defrost systems, as food may be partially cooked.

Standing Time 
For best results, allow the food to stand for a while after defrosting. This helps equalize the 
temperature of the food to provide more even defrosting. 

When the COOK cycle follows QUICK DEFROST, the oven automatically provides a standing 
time equal to the time touched in for QUICK DEFROST. The COOK Cycle will begin after the 
automatic standing time. There is no standing time between QUICK DEFROST and KEEP WARM. 

About the QUICK DEFROST Cycle 
The microwave oven automatlcally divides the time set for the QUICK DEFROST Cycle into 
three equal parts: 
Flrstpart . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . 80%offullCookPower

Thirdpart . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . 20%offullCookPower 

This automatic step-down in Cook Power helps defrost food quickly and completely. 

Changing or Adding Defrost Time 
You can change the defrosting time any time before or after touching START. 

. Touch QUICK DEFROST. 
l Touch numbers for new time. 
. Touch START. 

Any new time setting made while QUICK DEFROST is operating will contfnue the 
defrosting at only 20% of full power. 

The best tlme to change the setting is near the end of the QUICK DEFROST Cycle. 

l Open the door. 
l Check the food wlth long-tined fork; if center area is hard frozen, set additional time. 

Remember that standing time is necessary to complete defrosting. 
l Close the door and touch START to continue the cycle if no additional time is needed. 

OR... 
l Touch in new instructions for additional defrosting tlme. 



Cooking Automatically After Defrosting 
The controls can be set so the microwave oven goes automatically from defrosting to the 
Cook cycle you have touched in.

99 seconds (about 1 hour, 40 minutes). KEEP WARM can be used by itself, or it can 
automatically follow a cooking cycle. 

DO THIS... THIS HAPPENS... 

1. Put cooked, hot food in 
oven and close door. 

The KEEP WARM Indicator Light will 
come on. The Display will show the 
time of day. 

2. Touch KEEP WARM. 

The KEEP WARM Indicator Light 
will stay on. The oven light and the 
fan will come on. The Display will 
continue to show the time of day. 

3. Touch START. 

l KEEP WARM operates for up to 99 minutes, 99 seconds. 
l Openlng the oven door cancels KEEP WARM. Close the door and touch KEEP WARM, then START 

If addltlonal KEEP WARM time is desired. 
l Foods cooked covered should be covered during KEEP WARM. 
l Pastry items (pies, turnovers, etc.) should be uncovered during KEEP WARM. 
l Complete meals kept warm on a dinner plate should be covered during KEEP WARM. 
l The use of more than one complete KEEP WARM (about 1 hour, 40 minutes) is not recommended. 

The quality of some foods will suffer with extended time. 

To Automatically Follow Another Cycle 
l While you are touching in cooking instructions, touch KEEP WARM before touching START, 

OR... 
l ARer the oven starts operating, touch KEEP WARM.and then START. 
l When the last cooking cycle Is over, you will hear 4 beeps. The KEEP WARM Indicator Light will 

come on and the time of day will be displayed while the oven continues to run. 
l KEEP WARM will follow QUICK DEFROST or COOK. 
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Using AUTO START 
The microwave oven can be set to start automatically at a later time. Use AUTO START to 
delay the start of cooking for up to 11 hours, 59 minutes.

Other Operating Hints

Minute Timer

NOTE: If all tones are removed [see page 6) the 
Minute Timer will still tunctlon, but the Minute Timer signal will not sound.

Caring for your microwave oven 
Cleaning the Microwave Oven 

Wipe often with warm, sudsy For stubborn soil, boil a cup 
water and a soft cloth or of water in the oven for 2 or 3 
sponge. minutes. Steam will soften the soil. 

Abrasive cleansers, steel wool pads, gritty wash cloths, etc., 
can damage the control panel, and the lnterlor and exterior 
oven surfaces. Use a soft cloth or a sponge with a mlld 
detergent or spray glass cleaner. Apply spray glass cleaner 
to cloth or sponge; do not spray directly on oven. 

Be sure to keep ihe areas 
clean where the door and 
oven frame touch when 
closed. Use only mild, non- 
abrasive soaps or detergents 
applied with a sponge or soft 
cloth when cleanlng surfaces. 
Rinse well. 

Caring for the Filters 
The grease filters should be removed and cleaned often, at least once a month. NOTE: If your 
mlcrowave hood comblnalton Is Installed to recirculate air, the charcoal filter (Part No. 
4358003) should be replaced every 612 months. The charcoal filter can not be cleaned. 

1. For your personal safety,

2. To remove grease filters, 
slide each filter to the front. 

Pull filters downward and 
push to the rear. The filter will 
drop out.
