Since the gas is flammable, do not
smoke or use an open flame during
this process.

13. Remove the door to the washing
compartment when removing an
old dishwasher from service or dis-
carding it.

You Should Know That...

« KitchenAid dishwashers operate on
115 volts, 60 hertz A.C. house cur-
rent. They cannot be converted to op-
erate on 220 volts, 50 hertz house
current.

« To protect against possible rupture of
fill valve, BE SURE water lines lead-
ing to the dishwasher as well as water
lines in the dishwasher are protected
against freezing. Such ruptures are
not covered by the warranty.

« The door hinges or latch mechanism
of your dishwasher should be re-
moved if you discard or otherwise re-
move your dishwasher from service.
In California, it is a misdemeanor for
anyone discarding the appliance not
to follow this safety procedure. This
extra step can save the lives of curi-
ous children at play.

Automatic Water Heating

The first wash portion of the cycle se-
lected (excluding Rinse and Hold
Cycle) is delayed until the water is

heated to approximately 140°F (60°C).

This means that you can turn your
home water heater down to provide a
minimum of 120°F (49°C) incoming
water to the dishwasher rather than
140°F (60°C)—saving you approxi-
mately 10% of your total household
water heating energy.

If the water temperature inside the dish-

washer is 120°F, it will take about 10
minutes to heat the first water fill to
140°F. Higher water temperatures will

shorten the cycle time, while lower
water temperatures will lengthen the
cycle time and possibly decrease
washing performance.

No water circulation takes place during
water heating periods.

The WATER HEATING LIGHT will glow
while water is being heated in the dish-
washer, prior to the wash portion of the
selected cycle.

SOAK & SCRUB CYCLE is used to
soak, wash and dry hard-to-clean
heavily soiled pots, pans and casse-
roles along with regular tableware.

ENERGY SAVER—NO HEAT DRY
can be used with any Wash Selection to
eliminate the heat during the dry por-
tion of a cycle. The fan of the drying

system will continue to operate, helping
the dishes to air dry naturally. Under
certain conditions, you may find a few
drops of water on the dishware and sil-
verware at the end of this cycle.

TO CANCELACYCLE

The Cycle Selection Dial may be used
to cancel any cycle in progress. If water
is present in the dishwasher, turn the
dial slowly to the drain portion of the
wash or rinse. You will hear water drain-
ing when you have advanced to the
proper location. Let the dishwasher
drain completely. Lift the door handle
and advance the dial to Soak & Scrub
Cycle. This cancels the cycle.

If water is absent from the dishwasher,
lift door handle to stop dishwasher ac-
tion. Relatch door and advance dial to

Soak & Scrub Cycle. This cancels the

cycle.

TO START ANEW CYCLE—Open
dishwasher; check detergent dispenser
to be sure it is properly filled. Close and
latch door; select the desired new
cycle.

Adding Dishware During a
Cycle

You can add a forgotten item to the
dishwasher anytime before the wash
portion of the cycle. To stop the cycle,
just unlatch the door handle. However,
opening the door during a cycle lessens
the cleaning power, so try to ioad all
items before starting the cycle.

To Restart Dishwasher

Close the door and latch the handle,
push cycle button originally selected
and if desired, the Energy Saver button.
The cycle will start exactly where it was
stopped.

SPECIAL TIPS ON DISHWASHER USE

What Can and Cannot Be Washed in Your Dishwasher

Most tableware, cookware, and silverware can be safely washed in your
KitchenAid dishwasher. If you have any doubts about a particular piece of dish-
ware, check with the manufacturer to see if it is dishwasher safe. If you cannot
reach the manufacturer, simply test-wash a small item for several weeks before
attempting to wash an entire set.

REMEMBER: It is the user’s responsibility to determine if dishware should be
washed in a dishwasher.

LOADING YOUR
DISHWASHER

A Place for Everything...
Forget about hand rinsing.

Just scrape leftover food, bones, tooth-
picks, and other hard items from the
dishware. Some foods like eggs, rice,
pasta, and cooked cereals may be hard
to remove if they are left to dry over a
period of time. If you do not plan to
wash your dishes fairly soon after use,
run a RINSE & HOLD CYCLE to keep
them moist until you are ready to run
the next wash cycle. Never prewash
dishes with a liquid detergent. This kind
of detergent will cause sudsing in the
dishwasher and will result in poor
cleaning and/or spotting and filming on
the dishware.

Always load dishware so that soiled
surfaces face the rotating wash arm.

Upper Rack Loading
Examples

Glasses, cups, bowls, and pans may be
loaded together. Stability is important
when loading such items.

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To achieve stability, load glasses and
cups between pins and over pins.
Bowls and cups may be loaded in the
center row as shown.

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Silverware Basket

The silverware/cutlery basket can be
removed for loading and unioading.

The best washing results will be ob-
tained by loading silverware with han-
dles up and down. Sharp utensils,
however, should be loaded with han-
dles up to prevent possible injury.
Slim handled silverware should also be
loaded with handles up to prevent them
from protruding through the basket,
possibly causing damage to the silver-
ware or dishwasher.

Load forks and spoons so they do not
nest together. Nested items cannot be
properly washed.

The cutlery section in the front of the
basket is for long-handled utensils and
long knives.

REMEMBER: Silver and stainless steel
flatware may be damaged if exposed
to foods containing salt, vinegar, milk
products, or fruit juices for long periods
of time. Use the RINSE & HOLD
CYCLE if flatware is not washed imme-
diately after use.
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FILLING THE DETER-
GENT DISPENSER

Low Suds Mean High
Performance

1. Use an automatic dishwasher deter-
gent such as ALL, CASCADE, ELEC-
TRASOL, or FINISH. Never use soap,
hand dishwashing detergent, laundry

detergent, or laundry enzyme products.

They will produce excessive suds and
slow down the wash arm action which
could cause flooding.

2. Add detergent to the dispenser im-
mediately before starting. Detergent

exposed to moisture over a period of

time may become caked and ineffec-
tive. An open box of detergent should
stay fresh for about one month.

3. Fill the dispenser with the proper
amount of detergent, and close the
compartment. The indentation is used
for the SOAK & SCRUB CYCLE ONLY.

SINGLE FILL is occasionally used for
the Light Wash Cycle when the dinner-
ware is lightly soiled.

Some Hard Facts:

ALWAYS use at least one tablespoon of
automatic dishwashing detergent in
Main Wash compartment because
there are ingredients in detergent to
help protect your dinnerware. The
amount of detergent needed depends
on the amount of food soil on the dishes
and the hardness of water. If you have
hard water, you will have to use more
detergent than if you have soft water.
Excessive amounts of detergent com-
bined with soft water may cause etch-
ing of glassware.

Contact your iocal water utility, area
water softening company, or state uni-
versity extension agent to determine
whether your water is hard or soft.

LOW PHOSPHATE
DETERGENTS

If you live in a state that mandates
low-phosphate dishwasher detergent
(phosphate content of 8.7 percent or
less), you may find it necessary to use
more detergent, particularly if you
have hard water. Low-phosphate de-
tergents usually work well in soft
water, but in hard water they can
cause spotting and filming, even if the
amount of detergent used is
increased.
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CARING FOR YOUR
DISHWASHER

A Clean Machine...

General Cleaning

The porcelain enamel interior of your
dishwasher will seldom need cleaning.
However, if mineral deposits from hard
water accumulate, clean the interior
with a mild scouring powder such as
BON AM  or follow the suggestions in-
dicated in the “To Remove Spots and
Film” section on page 19.

The control panel can be wiped clean
with a damp cloth, then dried. NEVER
use detergents or abrasive or pow-
dered cleansers which can mar the
finish.

The enamel or wood fronts and sides
can be cleaned with a soft cloth and a
mild, non-abrasive soap and water so-
lution. NEVER use paper towels for
cleaning. Always dry with a soft cloth.

Drain Air Gap

Some state or local plumbing codes re-
quire the addition of a drain air gap be-
tween a built-in dishwasher and the
home drain system. This device pro-
tects your dishwasher against water
backing up into it when a drain clogs.
The drain air gap is usually focated on

top of the sink or countertop near the
dishwasher.

REMEMBER: This external plumbing
device is not part of your KitchenAid
Dishwasher

To clean the drain air gap:

Clean the drain air gap periodically to
insure proper drainage of your dish-
washer. Follow drain air gap cleaning
instructions provided by the manufac-
turer. With most types, just lift off the
chrome cover, unscrew the plastic cap,
and then check for any buildup of soil.
Clean, if necessary.

Check the Air Gap Anytime
Your Dishwasher Isn’t
Draining Well.

REMEMBER: The warranty provided
with your dishwasher does not cover
service costs directly associated with
the cleaning or repair of the external
drain air gap.



FILTRATION SYSTEM

The water in your dishwasher is being
continuously filtered by a triple filtration
system. The removable stainless steel
filter (A) and the ultra-fine filter (B)

work simultaneously to trap food soils
and prevent them from recirculating
and redepositing on dishes. The remov-
able stainless steel filter should not
need cleaning under normal use, but if
necessary, can be easily lifted out.

TO REMOVE the stainless steel filter,
lift lower wash arm straight up. Lift filter
out. TO CLEAN, scrub with a stiff brush
under running water. TO REPLACE,
snap stainless steel filter over the ultra-
fine filter and then replace wash arm.
When replacing wash arm, be sure that
water jets are facing up.
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If the stainless steel filter needs fre-
quent cleaning, or if there is food soil
remaining on dishware, check under-
side of wash arm for blockage of the
single stainless steel spray nozzle (C)
or the nine water jets (D). Clean out
openings with a toothpick.

The Coarse Strainer (E) collects bones,
pits, or other large items which may
have mistakenly gotten into the dish-
washer. On occasion, check the strainer
for such items. The Coarse Strainer
may be easily removed if necessary. TO
REMOVE, lift strainer out by squeezing
center section (F) and remove. TO RE-
PLACE, squeeze center section so clips
snap into square notch.

Overflow Protection Float— The blue
float (G) in the front left corner of the
dishwasher tank prevents the dish-
washer from overflowing. The float
must be in place for the dishwasher to
operate.

NOTE: A small amount of water always
remains in the sump (under the ultra-
fine filter) to lubricate the seal.



ENERGY SAVING
TIPS

Power to Spare...

¢ Use the ENERGY SAVER-NO HEAT
DRY option whenever possible. If you
don’t need your dishes right away, it
pays to air dry them.

e Flash Dry dishes. Because of the heat
buildup in dishware during the wash
cycle, they can be flash dried (a proc-
ess which causes water to evaporate
very quickly). To flash dry your dish-
ware: After final rinse, unlatch door
and advance Cycle Selection Dial to
Soak & Scrub Cycle; open door and
pull out racks.

REMEMBER: In hard water areas,
flash drying can increase the likeli-
hood of spotting and filming.

¢ Turn the temperature setting on your
home water heater down to provide a
minimum of 120°F (49°C) incoming
water to the dishwasher.

* Run the dishwasher only with a full
load.

¢ Do not rinse dishware before loading.

» Use only the cycle and options that
you need.

¢ Run the dishwasher at night during
the summer to avoid daytime heat
load.

STORAGE

Closed for the Season

CAUTION: To protect against possible
rupture of fill valve, BE SURE water
lines leading to, as well as in the dish-
washer, are well protected against
freezing. RUPTURES OF THIS KIND
ARE NOT COVERED BY THE
WARRANTY.

The Winter Season:

To safeguard your KitchenAid dish-
washer when it is exposed to freezing
temperatures in a seasonal dwelling,
have your local KitchenAid service per-
son do the following:

1. Close and latch the door.
2. Turn off electricity to the dishwasher.

3. Shut off water supply. Place pan
under fill valve, and disconnect fill valve
at both inlet and outlet sides. Drain
water into pan.

4. Place a pan under the check valve
outlet, and disconnect the flexible tub-
ing at the check valve. Drain machine
water into pan. Leave fill and check
valve disconnected.

To restore service, reconnect the fill
valve and the connection at the check
valve. Turn on the electricity and the
water supply. Close and latch the door.
Select the LIGHT WASH CYCLE and
let the machine complete its cycle.
Check connections to make sure they
are water tight and do not leak.

The Summer Season:

Two simple steps will safeguard your
KitchenAid dishwasher during an idle
summer:

1. Turn off the water supply.
2. Turn off electricity to the dishwasher.

To Remove Spots and Film:

To remove spots and film on dishware
and glasses, or hard water film on the
interior of the dishwasher, you may
want to use stripping products such as
LIME-A-WAY or GLASS MAGIC. These
products are available in the detergent
section of your local grocery store; fol-
low the manufacturer’s directions.

Or you may use vinegar with the follow-
ing procedure:

1. Load clean dishes and glasses in
dishwasher in regular manner. Do
not load silverware or other metals in
the dishwasher.

2. Close and latch door and select
LIGHT WASH CYCLE. Do not use
detergent. Allow dishwasher to run
through the first wash. When washer
has filled for main wash portion of
cycle, unlatch and open door. Add
2 cups of household vinegar. Close
and latch door and re-select LIGHT
WASH CYCLE.

3. After final rinse water has drained,
cancel cycle. Do not allow dish-
washer to go through dry portion of
cycle.

4. For a final polish, put two table-
spoons of non-precipitating type
water conditioner (such as CAL-
GON) in the right-hand Main Wash
compartment of detergent dis-
penser, and run dishwasher through
complete LIGHT WASH CYCLE.

To Check Your Water
Temperature

For best dishwashing results, water
should be at least 120°F (49°C) as it en-
ters the dishwasher. To check the tem-
perature, test it at the faucet located
nearest your dishwasher.

1. Setting the faucet control for the hot-
test water possible, run water into a
glass set in the sink for at least one
minute, allowing it to overflow.

2. Place a candy or meat thermometer
into the water and read it at the maxi-
mum setting.

3. If the temperature is too low, raise
the setting on your water heater.

A New Look...

Your new KitchenAid dishwasher
comes with a Stainless Steel Trim Kit
and one front panel. It is painted onyx
black on one side and harvest wheat on
the other. Thus, there are two front
panel colors to choose from which are
standard with your dishwasher.

Changing the panel is an easy task.
Just follow these steps:

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Upper Panel: Option B

1. Pull door open. Remove the two
screws (A) on each side of the dish-
washer door that secure the upper
panel assembly.

2. Close door while holding upper panel
in place. Pull out lower edge of panel
until top edge of panel drops down.

3. Place panel on a smooth, flat surface
and remove three screws (B) from
either side of panel to remove the trim
strip (C).

4. Slide the panel out. Handle carefully
so the pane! will not be scratched or
bent. Turn the panel to the desired
color. Place the color panel in position
then push the filler panet in behind it.

5. Replace the trim strip and the three

The stainless door trim will accom-
modate a custom wood front up to
4 inch thick. Some wood panels are
heavy and require special heavy
dishwasher door springs. These may
be ordered from your KitchenAid
