To reduce the risk of injury, do not allow
children to play in or on a dishwasher.

Under certain conditions, hydrogen gas
may be produced in a hot water system
that has not been used for two weeks or
more. Hydrogen gas is explosive. If the
hot water system has not been used for
such a period, turn on all hot water fau-
cets and let the water flow from each for
several minutes. This will release any
accumulated hydrogen gas. Since the
gas is flammable, do not smoke or use
an open flame during this process.

To prevent accidental entrapment, re-
move the door to the washing compart-
ment when removing an old dishwasher
from service or discarding it.

Install the dishwasher on a floor that is
level and strong enough to support the
weight.

Disconnect electrical power supply to
dishwasher before attempting to ser-
vice, to prevent electrical shock.

Your KitchenAid dishwasher offers auto-
matic water heating. An incoming water
temperature of 120°F is recommended at
the dishwasher for best washing results.

To Check Your Water Temperature

For best dishwashing resuits, water should
be at least 120°F (49°C) as it enters the
dishwasher. To check the temperature, use
the faucet closest to your dishwasher.

1. Set the faucet control for the hottest
water possible. Run water into a glass set
in the sink for at least one minute, allow-
ing it to overflow.

2. Place a candy or meat thermometer in
the glass and read it at the maximum
setting.

3. If the temperature is too low, raise the
setting on your water heater.
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ENERGY
SAVING TIPS

Power to Spare...

e Use the ENERGY SAVER-NO HEAT DRY
option whenever possible. If you don’t
need your dishes right away, it pays to air
dry them.

¢ Flash dry dishes. Push Cancel button
shortly after dry light comes on; when dry
light goes out, open door and pull out
racks. Because of the heat buildup in dish-
ware during the wash cycle, water evapo-
rates quickly from the dishware.

NOTE: In hard water areas, flash drying
can increase the likelihood of spot-
ting and filming.

¢ Turn the temperature setting on your
home water heater down to provide a min-
imum of 120°F (49°C) incoming water to
the dishwasher.

¢ Run the dishwasher only with a full load.

¢ Do not rinse dishware before loading.

¢ Use only the cycle and options that you
need.

¢ Run the dishwasher at night during the
summer to avoid daytime heat load.

SELECT A WASH CYCLE

LIGHT/CHINA WASH CYCLE is used to
wash and dry daily loads with light amounts
of food soil.

RINSE/DRY SELECTIONS

RINSE & HOLD CYCLE is used to rinse
partial loads of dishes until a full load is ac-
cumulated. No detergent is used. Dishware
is kept moist until a complete wash and dry
cycle can be run.

What happens during this cycle? This cycle
provides one rinse. The ENERGY SAVER—
NO HEAT DRY option cannot be used with
the RINSE & HOLD CYCLE.

ENERGY SAVER—NO HEAT DRY can
be used with any Wash Selection to elimi-
nate the heat during the dry portion of a
cycle. The fan of the drying system will con-
tinue to operate, helping the dishes to air
dry naturally. Under certain conditions, you
may find a few drops of water on the dish-
ware and silverware at the end of this cycle.

CANCEL is used to cancel any cycle in
progress. When this button is pushed, you
will hear the sound of water draining. This is
normal. The dishwasher will then automati-
cally turn itself off. TO START ANEW
CYCLE, wait until all indicator lights have

gone off. Open door; check detergent dis-
penser to be sure it is properly filled, relatch
door; select the desired new cycle.

CYCLE MONITOR LIGHTS

When the dishwasher is running, the lights
indicate the portion of the cycle in progress.
Cycle has been completed when all lights
are out.

ADDING DISHWARE DURING ACYCLE

You can add a forgotten item to the dish-
washer anytime before the main detergent
wash portion of the cycle. To stop the cycle,
just unlatch the door handle. However,
opening the door during a cycle reduces the
cleaning power, so try to load all items be-
fore starting the cycle.

TO RESTART DISHWASHER

Close the door and latch the handle, push
cycle button originally selected and if de-
sired, the Energy Saver button. The cycle
will start exactly where it was stopped.

KitchenAid dishwasher. If you have any doubts about a particular piece of
dishware, check with the manufacturer to see if it is dishwasher safe. If you
cannot reach the manufacturer, simply test-wash a small item for several
weeks before attempting to wash an entire set.

LOADING YOUR DISHWASHER

Your KitchenAid dishwasher is designed with lots of loading space. Glasses, mugs,
saucers and saucepans can be loaded in either the upper or lower rack. For best re-
sults, dishware should be loaded so soiled surfaces face the rotating wash arm.

No hand rinsing is necessary before loading your KitchenAid dishwasher. Just scrape
leftover food, bones, toothpicks and other hard items from the dishware.

Some foods like eggs, rice, pasta and cooked cereals may be hard to remove if left to
dry over a period of time. If you do not plan to wash your dishes fairly soon after use,
run a RINSE & HOLD CYCLE to keep them moist until you are ready to run the next
wash cycle. Never prewash dishes with a hand dishwashing detergent. It will cause
oversudsing in the dishwasher and result in poor cleaning and/or spotting and filming
on the dishware.

Adjustable Upper Rack

Your KitchenAid dishwasher features a 16-
position upper rack which can easily be
adjusted whether empty or full.

e Pull the upper rack out so the knobs on
either side of the rack are easily
reached.

o Pull knob on side of rack out from the re-
tainer plate, raise or lower to desired
level, and place knob pin into one of the
four holes in the retainer.

Low Suds Mean High
Performance

1. Use an automatic dishwasher detergent
such as ALL, CASCADE or ELECTRASOL.
Never use soap, hand dishwashing deter-
gent, laundry detergent or laundry enzyme
products. They will produce excessive suds
and slow down the wash arm action which
could cause flooding.

2. Add detergent to the dispenser immedi-
ately before starting. Detergent exposed to
moisture over a period of time may become
caked and ineffective. An open box of deter-
gent should stay fresh for about one month.

3. Fill the dispenser with the proper amount
of detergent, and close the compartment.

ALWAYS use at least one tablespoon

of automatic dishwashing detergent in Main
Wash compartment because there are in-
gredients in detergent to help protect your
dinnerware. The amount of detergent
needed depends on the amount of food soil
on the dishes and the hardness of water. If
you have hard water, you will have to use
more detergent than if you have soft water.
Excessive amounts of detergent combined
with soft water may cause etching of glass.

Contact your local water utility, area water
softening company or state university ex-
tension agent to determine whether your
water is hard or soft.

LOW PHOSPHATE
DETERGENTS

If you live in a state that mandates low-
phosphate dishwasher detergents (phos-
phate content of 8.7 percent or less), you
may have to use more detergent, particu-
larly if you have hard water. Low-phosphate
detergents usually work well in soft water,
butin hard water they can cause spotting
and filming, even if the amount of detergent
used is increased.

AGENTS

Win the War Against Spotting

Your dishwasher uses a liquid rinse agent.
A rinse agent helps water to sheet off dish-
ware faster than normal, reducing water

spots and speeding up the drying process.

To fill the rinse agent dispenser, unscrew
the cap located to the left of the detergent
dispenser. This reservoir will hold 7 fluid
ounces of rinse agent, enough to last a few
months. Be sure to replace the cap after fill-
ing the reservoir. A small amount of rinse
agent is automatically released during the
final rinse. Liquid rinse agents such as JET-

DRY are available in your local supermarket.

General Cleaning

The porcelain enamel interior of your dish-
washer will seldom need cleaning. How-
ever, if mineral deposits from hard water
accumulate, clean the interior with a mild
scouring powder such as BON AMI, or
follow the suggestions indicated in the

“To Remove Spots and Film” section on
page 23.

The control panel can be wiped clean with a
damp cloth, then dried. NEVER use deter-
gents or abrasive or powdered cleansers
which can mar the finish.

The enamel or wood fronts and sides can
be cleaned with a soft cloth and a mild, non-
abrasive soap and water solution. NEVER
use paper towels for cleaning. Always dry
with a soft cloth.

SEASONAL
STORAGE

Closed for the Season

The Summer Season:

Two simple steps will safeguard your
KitchenAid dishwasher during an idle
summer:

1. Turn off the water supply.
2. Turn off electricity to the dishwasher.

The Winter Season:

CAUTION: To protect against possible rup-
ture of fill valve, BE SURE water lines lead-
ing to, as well as in the dishwasher, are well
protected against freezing. RUPTURES OF
THIS KIND ARE NOT COVERED BY THE
WARRANTY.

To safeguard your KitchenAid dishwasher
when it is exposed to freezing temperatures
in a seasonal dwelling, have your local
KitchenAid service person do the following:

1. Close and latch the door.
2. Turn off electricity to the dishwasher.

3. Shut off water supply. Place pan under
fill valve, and disconnect fill valve at both
inlet and outlet sides. Drain water into pan.

4. Place a pan under the check valve outlet,
and disconnect the flexible tubing at the
check valve. Drain machine water into pan.
Leave fill and check valve disconnected.

To restore service, reconnect the fill valve
and the connection at the check valve. Turn
on the electricity and the water supply.
Close and latch the door. Select the LIGHT/
CHINA WASH CYCLE and let the machine
complete its cycle. Check connections to
make sure they are water tight and do not
leak.



Drain Air Gap

Some state or local plumbing codes require
the addition of a drain air gap between a
built-in dishwasher and the home drain
system. This device protects your dish-
washer against water backing up into it
when a drain clogs. The drain air gap is usu-
ally located on top of the sink or countertop
near the dishwasher.

REMEMBER: This external plumbing
device is not part of your KitchenAid
Dishwasher.

To clean the drain air gap:

Clean the drain air gap periodically to insure
proper drainage of your dishwasher. Follow
drain air gap cleaning instructions provided
by the manufacturer. With most types, just
lift off the chrome cover, unscrew the plastic
cap, and then check for any buildup of soil.
Clean, if necessary.

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SURE-CLEAN
WASH

SYSTEM

The Sure-Clean Wash System in your dish-
washer provides the best washablllty with a
minimum of care. The wash water is contin-
uously filtered by a triple filtration and soil
collector system to prevent food particles

|
0

from redepositing on clean dishes. The tri-
ple filtration system consists of a removable
filter (A), an ultrafine filter (B) and a remov-
able coarse strainer (C).

The removable filter continuously filters the
wash water and traps the food particles that
have been removed from the dishes on the
outside of the filter. These trapped food par-
ticles are removed from the filter by the jet

spray action of water from the single spray
nozzle (D) underneath the wash arm. The
ultrafine filter is cleaned by the nine water
jets (E) underneath the 4-Way Hydro
Sweep Wash Arm.,

The removable coarse strainer (C) prevents
bones, pits and other large objects from en-
tering the pump system. Occasionally
check the strainer for such items that may
have mistakenly gotten into the dishwasher.



The 4-Way Hydro Sweep Wash Arm, the re-
movable filter and the coarse strainer may
be removed and cleaned if necessary. If
food soils remain on the removable filter, lift
the 4-Way Hydro Sweep Wash Arm straight
up. Check underside of wash arm to make
sure the opening of the single stainless
steel spray nozzle (D) and the nine water
jets (E) are not blocked.

Next, remove the removable filter, by lifting
the filter straight up and out. TO CLEAN,
scrub filter with a stiff brush under running
water. TO REPLACE, snap removable filter
over the ultrafine filter and then replace the
wash arm. When replacing wash arm, be
sure that water jets on the wash arm are
facing up. Check to make sure wash arm is
free to rotate.

The coarse strainer may be removed, if
necessary, without removing the other fil-
ters. TO REMOVE, lift strainer out by
squeezing center section (F) and remove.
TO REPLACE, squeeze center section so
clips snap into square notch.

The Overflow Protection Float (G) in the
front left corner of the dishwasher tank pre-
vents the dishwasher from overflowing. The
float must be in place for the dishwasher to
operate.

NOTE: A small amount of water always re-
mains in the sump (under the ultrafine filter)
to lubricate the seal.

WARNING: Heating element will be hot im-
mediately following use. Do not touch.

Chipping of Dishware Improper loading

Load dishes and glasses so that they are stable and do not strike together from
washing action. (Note: Some types of china and glassware are too delicate for au-
tomatic dishwashing and should be hand washed; for example: antiques, feather-
edged and similar types.) Moving racks in and out smoothly will also minimize
chipping.

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CHANGING
FRONT PANELS

A new look...

Your new KitchenAid dishwasher comes
with a stainless steel trim kit and two front
panels installed one behind the other. You
can choose from almond or white (front and
back of one panel) and onyx black or har-
vest wheat (front and back of the second
panel). The dishwasher has been shipped
with the almond panel showing.

If you want to change the color of the
panels, follow one of the options below. Op-
tion A may be used if your dishwasher front
protrudes several inches from the cabinets.
Option B may be used if your dishwasher
front is flush with the cabinets.

WARNING: TO PREVENT ELECTRIC
SHOCK, disconnect electrical power supply
to dishwasher before changing panels.

OPTION A
UPPER PANEL:

1. Pull door open and on either side of the
dishwasher door, remove the three
screws (A) from the trim (B). Remove the
loosened piece of trim.

2. Slide the panel out. Handle carefully so
the panels will not be scratched or bent.
Turn the panel to the desired color. Place
the color panel in position then push the
filler panel in behind it.

3. Replace the trim (B) and the three
screws (A).

WARNING: The door trim and panels are
sharp. Handle carefully to avoid injury.

LOWER PANEL.:

1. Remove the two screws (C) on either
side of the lower panel. Remove the loos-
ened piece of trim (D).

2. Slide the panel out. Handle carefully so
the panels will not be scratched or bent.
Turn the panel to the desired color. Place
the color panels in position then push the
filler panel in behind it.

3. Replace the trim (D) and the three
screws (C).

4. Reconnect electrical power supply.

Upper Panel:

1.

Pull door open. Remove the two screws
(A) on each side of the dishwasher door
that secure the upper panel assembly.

1. Remove two screws (D) located under
panel.

2. With hands piaced under ends of panel,
lift support tabs (E) and pull out until
tabs clear kick plate (F).

3. Pull lower panel down until side flanges
(G) clear the support strip (H). Lower
panel is then removed from dishwasher.

4. Place panel on a smooth, flat surface
and remove the two screws (1) from
either side of the trim. Take off the loos-
ened piece of trim.

5. Slide the panel out. Handle carefully so
the panel will not be scratched or bent.
Turn the panel to the desired color.
Place the color panel in position then
push the filler panel in place.

6. Replace the trim and screws (1).

7. Taking the assembled lower panel, slide
the panel up onto the dishwasher front
so that the side flanges (G), fit up be-
hind the support strip (H). If this is done
improperly, the lower panel will be loose
and may fall off the dishwasher.

8. Lift support tabs (E) of panel up and
push lower portion of panel back until
support tabs (E) rest on kick plate (F).

9. Replace the screws (D).

10. Check that upper and lower panels are
secure.

11. Reconnect electrical power supply.

The stainless door trim will accommodate a
custom wood front or a decorative panel in-
sert, 4 inch thick. Some wood panels and
decorative panels are heavy and require
heavy dishwasher door springs. These may
be ordered from your KitchenAid dealer.
