The FINISH GUARD Control tum- 
bles the load, without heat, every five 
minutes for up to 40 mrnutes Thus tum- 
bling rearronges and fluffs the load 
to help avord the wrinkles that set in 
when the load remains in a worm dryer

The dryng rack lets you dry Items 
that you may not want to tumble IIke 
sneakers, stuffed toys, etc

grooves on the back wall of the dryer 
Push them in and let the front legs of the 
rack down on the front of the dryer OS

drum turns Be sure nothrng hangs over 
the edges of the rock Do not hang

5. Drying time WIII depend on how 
much moisture the items hold Sug- 
gested drying temperatures are given In 
the followrng chart

l Is It a gas dryer?See if the gas is 
turned on If not, turn the Cycle Contro 
Knob to OFF Turn on the gas and wait 
five mrnutes for the automottc swttch 
to reset Then try starting rt ogarn 



l Is It an electric dryer7 Check the clr- 
cult breakers or fuses in the fuse box 
An electric dryer WIII have two fuses. If 
one IS blown, the dryer may run, but 
not heat 

DRYING TIME IS LONGER THAN USUAL 

l Check the lint screen Remove lint 
Keep the screen clean for best dvlng 
results and times 

l Modern dryers are designed with 
drying temperatures needed to safely 
handle modern fabrics. Cool-down 
times have been added to heat set- 
tings You might notlce slightly longer 
dryng times 

l Room temperature IS cold
