You are personally responsible for
making sure that your dryer...

¢ is installed by a qualified instatter.

e is properly maintained,

e is installed in an area protected
from the weather.

s is properly installed and leveled in
a well ventilated room* on a floor
that can support the weight.

Safety first

ALWAYS unplug the power sup-
ply cord or turn off electrical
power before attempting to
service the dryer. Shut off the
GAS VALVE if yours is a gasdryer.

ALWAYS shut off the gas valve
before leaving on vacation.

NEVER use flammable fluids
(dry-cleaning solvents, gasoline,
kerosene) in or near your dryer.

ALWAYS hand launder or air dry
fabrics treated with flammable
fluids before putting them into
your dryer.

NEVER dry items containing
wax or paint in the dryer. The
fumes can create a FIREHAZARD.

FIRE HAZARD and DAMAGE to

some materials can resuit from:

e drying heat-sensitive mate-
rials with heat (see page 4).

e operating the dryer with the
lint screen loose, damaged or
missing.

¢ allowing lint to build up inside
the dryer (see page9).

The automatic cycles

The automatic cycles allow you
to select the degree of dryness you
prefer for the clothes being dried.
The Control Knob moves and stops
several times until the load reaches
the dryness setting you selected. Then
the knob automatically moves to
OFF and tumbling stops.

Timed drying

Use the TIMED DRYING Cycle for
ony load you want to dry by time. For
example: small loads, large bulky
itemns, items to be fiuffed or dusted
with the FLUFF AIR heat setting.

« Turn the Control Knob to the number
of minutes you want — from 10 to 60.

« The last 5 minutes of this cycle are
without heat — a cool-down time. This
helps make the load easier fo
handle.

Remove sharp objects from ciothing
before drying — pins, buckles, etc.
Close metal zippers.

Wipe oft all spills with a damp, soft

cloth. Spills aliowed to remain may
dull ordamage the finish.

Non-colorfast items can stain the
drum. Wipe carefully after drying to
make sure there is no dye to be
transferred to items in the next load.

Vacation care
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Never leave wet ordamp laundry in
your dryer.

Sharp or heavy objects should
never be puton orinthe dryer.
Check pockets for bolts, nuts, etc.

Some pretreatment products can
damage dials, console and finish. Do
not use these products on or near
your dryer.
