Before starting your dryer. be
sure laundry is sorted and loaded
properly (see your 'Dryer Guide”).
Be sure the door is tightly closed.

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The automatic cycles

The automgtic cycles allow you
to select the degree of dryness you
preter for the clothes being dried.
The Control Knob moves and stops
several times until the load reaches
the dryness sefting you selected. Then
the knob automatically moves to
OFF and tumbling stops.

Use
AUTOMATIC
REGULAR to
dry heavy
and medium-
weight cotton items. The load tum-
bles without heat during the last 5
minutes. This helps make the load
easierto handle. -

Use

PERMANENT
PRESS to dry
permanent

during the last 10 minutes. This helps
keep wrinkles from sefting in.

Timed drying

Use the TIMED DRYING Cycle for
any load you want to dry by time. For
example: small loads, large bulky
itemns, items to be fluffed or dusted
with the FLUFF AIR heat sefting.

« Turn the Control Knob to the number
of minutes you want — from 10 to 60.

« The last 5 minutes of this cycle are
without heat — a cool-down time. This
helps make the ioad easier to
handle.

The dryer does not heat when the
Temperature Selector is set on FLUFF
AIR This setting can be used to fiuff
bedding, plastic tablecloths, foam
rubber pillows, stuffed toys, sneakers,
efc.

1. Turn the Temperature Selector to
FLUFF AIR.

TUMBLE PRESS® Setting

The TUMBLE PRESS setting removes
wrinkles from dry clothing such as
items that may have been packed
in a suitcase, closet, oritems not
removed from the dryer.

FINISH GUARD® Setting

When you are unable fo unioad the
dryer as soon as it stops, wrinkles can
form.

If you don't open the door within 5
minutes after the dryer stops, FINISH
GUARD takes over automaticailly to
protect the load. You don't have to set
the Control Knob for FINISH GUARD.

FINISH GUARD tumbiles the load,
without heat, every 5 minutes for up to
40 minutes. This fumbling rearranges
and fluffs the load to help avoid the
wrinkles that set in when the load
remains in the warm dryer.

End-of-cycle signal

To reduce wrinkling, take the load
from dryer as soon as tumbling stops.
This is important for permanent press,

The dryer sounds a signal to let you know
whenthe cycie is finished. The signal cannot be
turned off and is not adjustable.

The signal is helpful when you are drying
permanent press, synthetics and other items
that should be taken out as soon as the dryer
stops.

Lint signal

Clean lint screen before each load. If you
neglect fo clean your lint screen, the signal will
sound. The (whistie tone) signal lefs you know
the air fiow is being restricted. Restricted air flow
reduces drying efficiency.

Turn off the dryer and clean the lint screen as
shown on page 9.



Lint screen

Cleanthe lint screen before eachload. A screen blocked by lintcan
increase drying time and may be a FIREHAZARD.

Open the lid and pull the lint screen ROLL the lint offthe screen
straight out. with your fingers.
WARNING: DO NOT run the DO NOT rinse or wash the screen.

Lint removal

Lint can gather inside the dryer and create a fire hazard. This lint
should be removed every 2 to 3 years, or more often, depending on
dryerusage.

Make a paste with detergent and
very warm water. Apply paste fo a
soft cloth and scrub area until all
excess dye is removed. Rinse thor-
oughly with a damp cloth. Tumble a
load of rags. -OR-

Liquid spray household cleaner
Spray on stained area. Rub with a
cloth until alt excess dye is re-
moved. Tumble a load of rags.

Sharp or heavy objects should
never be put on or in the dryer.
Check pockets for bolts, nuts, etc.
