c. If materials inside the oven should ignite,
keep oven door closed, turn oven off, and
disconnect the power cord, or shut off
power at the fuse or circuit breaker panel.

Setting the clock

after the cooking is done, then go blank.

Important things to remember to get the best cooking results.

® ALWAYS cook food for the minimum recommended cooking time. If necessary, add
time in one or two minute periods, then check for doneness to avoid overcooking the
food.

e Stir. turn or rearrange the food being cooked about halfway through the cooking time
for most even doneness with all recipes.

e |f a glass cover is not available, use waxpaper, paper towels or Sarar® Wrap. Turn back
a corner to vent steam during cooking.

Changing the cooking time

Defrosting and cooking at lower cook powers

For best results, some recipes call for lower Cook Powers. The lower the Cook Power, the
slower the cooking. Each Number Pad on your microwave oven stands for a different
percentage of Cook Power (10%, 50%, 80%, etc.). Many recipes in your MICRO MENUS®
Cookbook tell you, by name, which Cook Power to use. Recipes in other books and
magazines may tell you by number (5, 6,7, etc.).

The following chart gives you the percentage of Cook Power each Number Pad stands
for,and Cook Power name generally used.

* Use 50% of full power for faster defrosting. Defrosting at Cook Powers higher than
30% can cause more cooking on the outside of the food.

Standing time

For best results, allow the food to stand for a while after defrosting. This helps
equalize the temperature of the food to provide more even cooking.

Defrosting and cooking in two cycles

For best results, some recipes call for one Cook Power for a certain length of time, and
another Cook Power for different length of time. Your microwave oven can be set to
change from one to another automatically.

The controls on your microwave oven can also be set to defrost in Cook 1, then
automatically cook in Cook 2.

The probe is designed to turn off the oven when it senses the temperature you set.
See page 15 for helipful information on cooking different types of food.

After the food reaches the temperature you set, the oven will automatically go into a
Keep Warm cycle. This allows you fo keep food warm for up to 60 minutes. KEEP WARM
will only operate if the Temperature Probe is used in the last Cook Cycle.

Temperature probe cooking chart

Using the infernal temperature of food is an accurate method of knowing when the food
is cooked the way you want it. Remember that food cooked in a microwave oven will
continue to cook during the standing time. Food temperature will rise 5 1010° during the
standing fime.

The following chart shows how to use the Temperature Probe in different foods and the
internal temperature at which the food should be removed from the oven.
