Microwave oven controls 
There are three parts to the microwave oven control section. 
-The Digital Display/Clock and Indicator Lights 
-Command Pads 
- Number Pads 

Instructions for each are covered on the following pages. Read them 
carefully. 

When you first connect power to the oven, a tone will sound and the Display 
will show 88:88. If after you set the Clock (page 9) the Display again shows all 
B’s, it means your electricity was off for a while. Reset the Clock.

When you are not 
using the micro- 
wave oven, this 
is an accurate 
digital clock.

Number pads 
Once you’ve touched a Command Pod to tell the oven what 
you wont to do, you’ll touch Number Pods to tell it... 
- a time, 
- a Cook Power, 
- a food temperature, 
- a food setting. 

Audible signals 
Audible signals ore available to guide you when setting and using your oven. 
(A programming tone will sound each time you touch a pod. Two beeps will 
sound between cycles. A reminder tone will sound every 30 seconds after cook- 
ing is done to remind you that something has been leff in the oven. A 3 second 
tone signals the end of the Minute Timer function.) If you don’t hear a tone, it is 
because of incorrectly entered instructions or because the tones hove been 
removed. For example, a tone will not sound if you touch a Number Pod 
before you touch a Command Pod.

You con cook or use the Minute Timer without setting the clock, but the display 
will be blank after cooking.

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Opening the oven door does not stop the Minute Timer countdown; however, it 
does stop any cooking or defrosting. Close the door and touch START to 
continue cooking or defrosting. 

Cooking in your microwave oven 
Be sure to read the MICRO MENUS@ Cookbook pocked with the microwave 
oven. It contains information about: 

l What microwave energy is. 
l How food is cooked by microwave energy. 
l What affects cooking speed and cooking evenness. 
0 Safety tips. 
l Utensils to use when cooking in a microwave oven. 
l Cooking times for different foods. 

Important things to remember to get the best cooking results. 
l ALWAYS cook food for the minimum recommended cooking time. If necessary, 

odd time in one ortwo minute periods, then check for doneness to ovoid 
overcooking the food. 

l Stir, turn or rearrange the food being cooked about halfway through the cook- 
ing time for most even doneness with all recipes. 

l If a gloss cover is not available, use waxpaper, paper towels or o microwave 
approved plastic wrap. Turn bock corner to vent steam during cooking. 

l When using microwave recipes from cookbooks or sources other than the 
MICRO MENUS@ Cookbook, slightly longer cooking times will be needed. For 
example, odd 1 to 2 minutes to a 5 minute cooking time.

For best results, some recipes call for lower Cook Powers. The lower the Cook 
Power, the slower the cooking. Each Number Pad also stands for a different 
percentage of Cook Power. Many recipes in your MICRO MENUF Cookbook 
tell you, by number, which Cook Power to use. Recipes in other books and 
magazines may tell you by name (HI, MED, LO, etc.) or percentage (10%. 50%, 
80%, etc.). 

The following chart gives the percentage of Cook Power each Number Pad 
stands for, and Cook Power name usually used.

This provides a short-cut method for setting commonly used cooking times. 

The AUTO SET chart included with your microwave oven and the AUTO SET 
guide on the inner door panel help you use Auto Set TIME to cook various 
food items without having to look up the cooking times. 

A preset time of 2 minutes, 30 seconds at HIGH cook power is available by 
touching just the Auto Set TIME pad. The time may be changed to any time 
from O-99 minutes, O-99 seconds allowing you to store your favorite cooking 
time and Cook Power.

SET chart included with your microwave oven and the AUTO SET guide on the 
inner door panel help you use Auto Set TEMP to cook various food items 
without having to look up the temperature. 

A preset temperature of 165°F at HIGH cook power is available after inserting 
the probe, by touching just the TEMP pad. This temperature may be changed 
to any temperature from 90°F to 200°F allowing you to store your favorite 
cooking temperature and cook power. See page 21 for instructions.

not recommended. The quality of some foods will suffer with extended time.

l While you are touching In cooking instructions, touch KEEP WARM before 

touching START. 
OR... 

l After the oven starts operating, touch KEEP WARM and then START. 
l When the last cooking cycle is over you will hear 4 beeps. The KEEP WARM 

Indicator Light will come on and the time of day will be displayed while 
the oven continues to run. 

l KEEP WARM will follow AUTO SET, QUICK DEFROST, COOK or PROBE TEMI? 
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Other operating hints 
1. lo double check settings while the oven is runnlng:

Caring for your microwave oven 
Cleaning the microwave oven 

Wipe often with warm For stubborn soil, boil

CAUTION: Abraslve cleansers, steel wool 
pads, grttty wash cloths, etc., can damage 
the control panel, and the lnterlor and 
exterior oven surfaces. Use a sofi cloth or a 
sponge with a mlld detergent or spray 
glass cleaner. 

Be sure to keep the 
areas clean where 
the door and oven 
frame touch when 
closed. Use only mild, 
non-abrasive soaps 
or detergents applied 
with a sponge or soft 
cloth when cleaning 
surfaces of door and 
oven that come 
together. Rinse well. 

Replacing the light bulb 
The microwave oven light comes on whenever the door is opened or the oven 
is operating. If it should burn out, replace as follows:

3. Remove the 3 screws from the 
front of the cover. 

4. Pull down the front portion of 
the cover. (It is creased across 
its width to form a hinge.) 

5. Remove and replace the 25 
watt T8 bayonet base bulb.

7. Plug in, or turn on the main 
power supply.

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How your microwave oven works 
Microwave ovens are safe. Microwave energy is not hot. It causes food to 
make its own heat, and it’s this heat that cooks the food. 

Microwaves are like TV 
waves or light waves. 
You can’t see them, but 
you can see what 
they do. 

Mode Mixer Magnetron Ceramic Bottom 
/ 

Oven Cavity 

A magnetron in the 
microwave oven pro- 
duces microwaves. 
The microwaves 
move into the oven 
where they are scat- 
tered or stirred by a 
mode mixer (like a 
fan]. Microwaves 
bounce off metal 
oven walls and are 
absorbed by food. 

Microwaves pass 
through glass, paper 
and plastic without 
heating them so food 
absorbs the energy. 
Microwaves bounce 
off metal pans so food 
does not absorb the 
energy. 

Microwaves may not 
reach the center of a 
roast. The heat around 
the outside is what 
cooks the roast all the 
way through. This is 
one of the reasons for 
letting some foods 
(roasts, baked 
potatoes) stand for a 
while after cooking, or 
for stirring some foods 
during the cooking 
time. 

Metal Floor 

The ceramic bottom 
of your microwave 
oven lets microwaves 
through. Then they 
bounce off a metal 
floor, back through 
the ceramic bottom 
and are absorbed by 
the food. 

The microwaves dis- 
turb water molecules 
in the food. As the 
molecules bounce 
around bumping into 
each other, heat is 
made, like rubbing 
your hands together. 
This is the heat that 
cooks.

Operating safety precautions 

NEVER COOK OR 
REHEAT A WHOLE 
EGG. Steam build-up in 
whole eggs may cause 
them to burst and burn 
you, and possibly 
damage the oven. Slice 
hard boiled eggs before 
heating. In rare instances, 
poached eggs have 
been known to explode. 
Cover poached eggs 
and allow a standing 
time of one minute before 
cutting into them. 

USE HOT PADS. 
Microwave energy does 
not heat containers, but 
the hot food does. 

Liquids heated in certain 
containers [especially 
cylindrical-shaped con- 
tainers] may become 
overheated. The liquid 
may splash out with a 
loud noise during or 
after heating or when 
adding ingredients 
[coffee, etc.) resulting in 
harm to the oven and 
possible personal injury. 
For best results stir any 
liquid several times 
before heating or 
reheating. 

DO NOT heat, store or 
use flammable, inflam- 
mable or corrosive 
materials in or near the 
oven.
