Pick the Right Place.

Save steps by putting your refrigerator near the sink and nextto a
countertop. It should not be near a stove, radiator, water heater or
any source of heat...including direct sunlight.

You can install it flush against the wall in back. Leave ', inch
(1.3 cm) clearance against cabinets on each side for ease of instal-
lation. Do you want it in a corner? Leave some room on the wall side
if you wantthe doors to open wider.

Planning to add the automatic ice maker? Will the refrigerator be
neara cold water pipe? Some people runthe water line through the
floor to the basement. Others run it behind the cabinets to the pipes
under the sink.

Make Sure It’s Level.

Your refrigerator is on rollers; the two front ones are adjustable for
leveling.

Remove the base grill to uncover the leveling screws. With a
screwdriver, tfurn each screw to the right to raise the front. Turn them
to the left to lower the front. (If you have someone tilt the top of the
refrigerator back while turning, it will be easier)

Keep adjusting one or the other until the retrigerator won't rock.
Then raise or lower both by the same number of turns until the refrig-
eratoris level (use a level to check this). If youdon't have a level, the
refrigerator will be about right when you can open the doors part
way and they will stay where you put them.

Peel Off the Labels.

Remove the Consumer Buy Guide label and other inside labels
before using the refrigerator. Any glue left can be taken off with
rubbing alcohol.

Do not remove the Tech Sheet fastened behind the base grill.

Wash H.

To clean your refrigerator before using it, check the washing in-
structions in this booklet.

Plug It in.

A 120 Volt, 60 Hz.. AC only, 15 ampere fused electncal supply is
required. It is recommended that a separate circuit serving only this
appliance be provided.

Do not use an extension cord. Use a receptacle which cannot be
turned off with a switch or pull chain.



Cleaning your refrigerator

Both the refrigerator and freezer sections defrost automatically
But both should be cleaned about once a month to help prevent
odors from building up. Of course, spills should be wiped up right
away.

To clean your refrigerator. unplug it, turn the Temperature Control
to OFF take out all removable parts, and clean it according to the
following directions.

v

Inside.

You can wash the pans you take out inthe sink with @ mild socap or
mild detergent and warm water. Harsh cleansers, scouring powders
and solvents should never be used on any part of your refrigerator

Wash the walls with a solution of two tablespoons (30g) of baking
soda mixed with one guart (1L) of warm water Rinse well and dry. Let
the freezer warm up with the door open for 10 or 15 minutes so the
cloth doesn't stick

The inside of the door including the gasket should be washed
with warm water and a mild soap or mild detergent

Do not use cleaning waxes, concentrated detergents. bleaches
or cleansears containing petroleum products. They can damage the
gasket and plastic finish

Outside.

Wash the outside with warm water and a mild detergent. Rinse
well and dry.

Waxing is recommended in high humidity areas. Use a good auto
paste wax or an appliance wax on painted metal surfaces. Do not
use on plastic because it may damage these parts.
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Lift Up the
Grill-holding Tabs

Underneath.

To remove the base grill. open the door and litt up on the two tabs
that show through the grill at both ends near the top. When you've
lifted the tabs. swing the top of the grill forward. Lift the grili off the
bottom supports.

The defrost water pan is on the left and the condenser is on the
right. Pull out the defrost pan and wash. There may be tape holding
itin place. Remove the tape and lift the pan over the wire brace in
front of it Make sure the notched corneris in the rear when you put it
back, and that you push it all the way in. The defrost drain tube
should point into the pan.

Clean dust from the condenser with a vacuum cleaner The con-
denser should be cleaned every two or three months

If your refrigerator has an ice maker, make sure you don't slide the
refrigerator out farther than the ice-maker water supply line allows.

Heat is removed from your refrigerator and transferred to the con-
denser. From there, the heat is spread into the room. Dust on the
condenser insulates it and reduces the heat ieaving it. If the heat
can't get out easily. the refrigerator will have to run longer to keep
food cold.

Setting the Controls.

The Temperature Control and Air Control dials are on a console
inside the refrigerator. To start the refrigerator, turn the TEMP. CONTROL
dialto 3 and the AIR CONTROL dial to B. These are normal settings.

It takes time for your refrigerator to reach proper storage temper-
atures. When you firstturn it on, it will run continuously until the interior
gets properly cold. Before loading with food, be sure the refrigerator
has cycled at least once (turned on, turned off, and on again).
Controls will be set about right if your milk orjuice is as cold as your
family likes it, and when ice cream is firm.

The control console has directions for raising or lowering the tem-
peratures, if needed.

Power Saving Control.

The Power Saving Control inside your refrigerator controls electric
heaters. These heaters help prevent moisture from forming on the
outside of the refrigerator when humidity is high. Use the OFF setting
when humidity is low . Use ON it moisture forms on the outside of the
refrigerator

Removing Non-Adjustable Shelves.

To remove a shelf, lift up the front. Then lift up at the back. To
replace it, put the rear notches onto the shelf supports. Lower the
front into place.

Probable Causes:
Your refngerator has two fans; you may hear the fan motors and moving air

The defrost timer makes a definite click when the refrigerator stops running
It also makes a sound when the refrigerator starts

defrost water pan

Adjusting the Shelves and Meat Pan.

Arrange your refrigerator shelves and meat pan to suit yourself.
You can put two shelves together to make one full-width shelf, or put
them on different levels.

To remove them, tilt up at the front. Then lift up at the back. When
replacing them, keep them tilted; guide the rear hooks into the slots
inthe shelf bracket. Lowerthe front.

Before moving the meat pan itself, remove the pan by pulling it
out, lifting the front and then pulling out the rest of the way.

Reversing the Door Swing.

You can change the hinges on your refrigerator so the doors open
the other way. If you rearrange your kitchen or move your refrigera-
torto a new kitchen. you might like your doors to open the other way.
Referto the enclosed instruction sheet.

Removing the Light Shield.

You may want to remove the light shield when cleaning, or for
changing the bulb. First, unplug the refrigerator. Then, push tightly on
the upper center of the shield until the notched tab is free from the
console. Pull down until the tab clears, then lift the back hooks out of
their slots

To replace it. do the reverse.

Removing the Crispers and Crisper Covers.

To remove the crispers, slide them out until they stop. Lift the front a
little and slide them the rest of the way out.

Each cover is held in place by two pegs at the back and two
notched tabs in the front. Press the tabs out of the way to lift the front.
Lift the back off the pegs.

Jo put the covers back, replace the center leg. Replace each
cover by first fitting the back notches over the pegs. Then push the
front down into the notched tabs.

The center leg can be made shorter or longer to help level the
crisper covers, if necessary. Turn the leg clockwise to make it longer.
Turn it counter-clockwise to shorten it.

ICE MAGIC' Automatic Ice Maker.

If you have the automatic ice maker accessory or planto add one
later (Part No. ECKMF-6),there are a few things you will want to know:
¢ The ON/OFF lever is a wire signal arm.

Down...for making ice automatically;
Up...to shut off the ice maker.

* Shake the bin occasionaliy to keep cubes separated, and to
obtain increased storage capacity.

s [tisnormal forice crescents to be attached by a corner.They will
break apart easity.

* You will hear water running when ice maker is working. You'll hear
ice fall into the bin. Don't let these sounds bother you.

* The ice maker will not operate until the freezer is cold enough to
make ice.This can take overnight.

e Because of new plumbing corinections, the firstice may be discol-
ored or off-flavored. Discard the first few batches of ice.

« Ifice is not being made fast enough and more ice is needed, turn
the Temperature Control toward a highernumber. Wait a day and, if
necessary, turn the Air Control toward A.

« If you remove the ice bin, raise the signai arm to shut off the ice
maker. When you return the bin, push it all the way in and lower the
arm to the ON position.

* If cubes are stored too long, they may develop an off-fiavor...like
stale water. Throw them away.They will be replaced. Cubes in the
ice bin can also become smaller by evaporation.

Short Vacations.

No need to shut off the retn zerator if you will be
away for less than four weeks Use up perishables
freeze other items If your refr gerator s equipped
with an automatic ice maker, "1 turn .t off- 2] shut off
the water supply to the iIce maker 3] empty the ice
bin.

Long Vacations.

Remove all the food if you are going for a month
or more. If your refrigerator is equipped with an
automatic 1Ice maker, turn off the water supply 1o
the ice maker atf least a dayv ahead. When the Iast
load of ice drops, turn off the 1ce maker.

Unplug the refrigerator anc clean it..rinse well
and dry. Tape rubber or wood nlocks to both doors
.. keeping them open far enough for ar to get in
This will keep odor and mold from building up.

Tape the blocks out of a child’s reach...do
not allow children near the refrigerator when
the doors are blocked open.

Moving.

If your refrigerator s equipped with an automatic
ice maker, shut off the ice maker water supply @
day ahead of time. Disconnect the water line. Atter
the last supply of ice drops. hift *he signal arm to turn
off the 1Ice maker

Remove all focd. Pack frozen foods in dry ice
Unplug the refrigerator and clean it thoroughly

Remove everything that comes out. Wrap all parts
well and tape them together s they don't shift and
rattle

Screw In the levelling rollers. fape the doors shut.
tape the electric cord to the cabinet. When you get
to your new home, put everything back, andrefer to
page 2. Dont forget to reconrect the water supply
line if you have anicemaker.

Fresh, Prepackaged Meat. Store fresh meat in
the store wrapping. You can freeze it in e wrap
and store it for one or two weeks. If you want to keep
it frozen longer, you should wrap 1 with special freezer
wrapping material.

Fresh Meat, Not Prepackaged. Remove the
market wrapping paper and re-wrap loocsely 10
waxed paper or aluminum foil for storing 1t unfrozen

Cooked Meat. Wrap or cover cooked meat with
waxed paper, plastic wrap or aluminum foil Store
mmediately

Cured or Smoked Meat and Cold Cuts. Hamr,
bacon, sausage, cold cuts, etc . keep best in oriQl
nal wrappings. Once opened, tightly re wrap in
plastic wrap or aluminum foil




Canned Ham. Store in refrigerator untess the la-
bel says it's okay to store on the shelf Do not freeze

Fresh Poultry. Loosen the market wrapping and
store in the supermarket tray, or tic osely wrap in waxed
paper or plastic wrap

Packaging — The secret of .icoessful freezing s
in the packaging The wrap ,.ou use must be arr,
moisture and vapor proof Tne way you close and

seal the package must not allow air, moisture or
vapors in or out

Rigid polyethylene (plastic) containers with tight-
fitting lids, straight-sided canning freezing jars,
heavy-duty aluminum foil, plastic-coated paper and
non-permeable plastic wraps (such as saran) are
recommended. Note: Heat-sealed boiling bags are
easy to use and can be used by themselves or as
carton liners.

IMPORTANT: Do not expect your freezer to quick-
freeze any large quantity of food. Leave enough
space for air to circulate around packages. Be
careful to leave enough room at the front so the
door can close tightly.

If there is water in the defrost pan:

e In hot, muggy weather, this is normal. The pan can
ever be nalf full. Make sure the refrigerator is level
so the pan doesn't overflow

If the light doesn’t work:

e Check fuses and circuit breakers Make sure its
plugged in

If the motor seems to run too much:

e [s the condenser. behind the base grille, free of
dust and lint?

e On hot days, or If the room s warm, the motor
naturally runs longer

e If the door has been opened a lot. or if a large
amount of food nas been put in, the motor will run
longer to cool down the interior

Remember: Motor running time depends on dif-
ferent things number of door openings, amount of
food stored, temperature of the room, setting of the
controls

And your rew refrigerafor may be larger than
your old one so it has more space to be cooled It
alsc has a regular freezer instead of a frozen food
compartment. All this means better refrigeration and
may require more running time than your old one
