Food storage guide
STORING FRESH FOOD

There is a right way to package and store refrig-
erated or frozen foods. To keep foods fresher, longer,
take the time to study these recommended steps.

Leafy Vegetables. .Remove store wrapping. Tnm
or tear off bruised and discolored areas. Wash in
cool water, drain and store in cnsper. Cold, moist air
helps keep leafy vegetables fresh and crisp.

Vegetables with Skins (carrofs, peppers). Store
In crisper, plastic bags or plastic container.

Fruits .. Wash, let dry and store in refrigerator in
plastic bags or crisper. Do not wash or hull berries
until they are ready to use. Sort and keep berries In
their store container in a crisper, or store In a loosely
closed paper bag on a refrigerator shelf

Meat' . Meat s perishable and expensive. .you
won't want to waste an ounce of it through careless
handling. The following list and chart give you pack-
aging hints and time limits, Store meat in the meat
pan.

Fresh, Prepackaged Meat. Store fresh meat in
fhe store wrapping. Vacuum packaged meat can
pe frozen for as long as one month if the seal 1s not
broken. If you want to keep it frozen longer, you
should wrap it with special freezer wrapping matenal

Fresh Meat, Not Prepackaged. Remove the
market wrapping paper and re-wrap loosely in
waxed paper or aluminum foil for storing it unfrozen

Cooked Meat. Wrap or cover cooked meat with
waxed paper, plastc wrap or aluminum foil. Store
immediately.

Cured or Smoked Meat and Cold Cuts. Ham,
bacon, sausage. cold cuts, efc., keep Dest in ongl-
nal wrappings. Once opened, tightly re-wrap in
plastic wrap or aluminum foil

Canned Ham. Store 1n refrigerator unless the la-
bel says it's okay to store on the shelf. Do not freeze

Fresh Poultry  Loosely wrap in waxed paper or
piastic wrap. The plastic wrap or poultry, as our-
chased, may be used for storage

Cheese .. Store in the onginal wrapping until
you are ready 1o use it. Once opened, re-wrap
tightly in plastic wrap or aluminum foil.

Condiments .. Store small jars and bottles {cat-
sup, mustard, jelly, olives) on the door shelves where
they are in easy reach

Leftovers . Cover ieftovers with plastc wrag or
aluminum foil to keep food from drying out and
transfermng food odors. Plastic containers with tight
lids are fine, too
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STORING FROZEN FOOD

The freezer section is designed for storage of com-
mercially frozen foods and for freezing foods at
home.

Packaging — The secret of successful freezing is
in the packaging. The wrap you use must be air,
moisture and vapor proof. The way you close and
seal the package must not allow air, moisture or
vapors in or out,

Rigid polyethylene (plastic) containers with tight-
fitting lids, straight-sided canning freezing jars,
heavy-duty aluminum foil, plastic-coated paper and
non-permeable plastic wraps (such as saran) are
recommended. Note: Heat-sealed baoiling bags are
easy to use and can be used by themselves or as
carton liners

IMPORTANT: Do not expect your freezer to quick-
freeze any large quantity of food. Leave enough
space tor air to circulate around packages. Be
careful to leave enough room at the front so the
door can close tightly.

Packaged Frozen Food . . .Store on freezer door
shelf orin the freezer. If you plan to store it for a long
time, re-wrap it with aluminum foil or plastic wrap.

Frozen Meats . .The following hints will help
keep the quality in your frozen meats:

1. Freeze meat while fresh and in top condition.

2. Use only recommended wrapping materials

3. Prepare the meat for freezing before wrap-

ping it. Tnm off excess fat and remove bones
when practical. Meat should not be salted
because salt shortens freezer life.

4. Wrap tightly, pressing out as much air as

possible.

5. Label and date 1,

6. Refreezing thawed meat is not recommended.

Frozen Soups, Juices . Store on freezer door

shelf orinthe freezer.

Ice Cream . Store in the freezer. Once the pack-
age is opened, place a piece of alummum foil or
waxed paper smoothly against the ice cream sur-
face. This will prevent ice crystals from forming.

Vacation and moving care

Short vacations. . .

No need to shut off the refrigerator if you will be
away for less than four weeks. Use up perishables,
freeze other items. If your refngerator is equipped
with an automatic ice maker. 1) furn it off; 2) shut off
the water supply to the ice maker; 3) empty the ice
pin.

Long vacations. . .

Remove all the food If you are going for a month
or more. If your refrigerator is equipped with an
automatic ice maker, turn off the water supply to

the ice maker at least a day ahead. When the last
load of ice drops, turn off the ice maker.

Unplug the refrigerator and clean 1it...rinse well
and dry. Tape rubber or wood blocks to both doors
...keeping them open far encugh for air to get in
This will keep odor and mold from building up.

Tape the blocks out of a child’s reach...do
not allow children near the refrigerator when
the doors are blocked open.

To restart refrigerator, see "Using Your Refrgerator




Moving. . .

If your refrigerator is equipped with an automatic
ice maker, shut off the ice maker water supply a
day ahead of time. Disconnect the water line, After
the last supply of ice drops, lift the signal arm to turn
off the ice maker.

Remove all food. Pack frozen foods in dry ice.
Unplug the refrigerator and clean it thoroughly.

Remove everything that comes out. Wrap all parts
well and tape them together so they dont shift and
rattie.

Screw in the leveling rollers; tape the doors shut;
tape the electric cord to the cabinet. When you get
to your new home, put everything back, level it,
reconnect the water supply and refer to the “Before
Using...” page.

If you need service or
assistance, we suggest
you follow these four steps:

1. Before calling for assistance...

Performance problems often result from little things
you can find and fix yourself without tools of any kind.

If your refrigerator will not operate:

® |s the electric cord plugged in?

e Is a fuse blown or a circuit breaker tripped?
¢ |s the Refrigerator Control turned ON?

If there is a rattling or jingling noise, or other

unfamiliar sounds:

e s something on top or behind the refrigerator mak-
ing noise when the refrigerator is running?

* New features on your new refrigerator make new
sounds. You may be hearing air flowing from the
fans, timer clicks for the defrosting cycle. defrost
water draining into the defrost pan.

If there is water in the defrost pan:

e In hot, muggy weather, this is normal. The pan can
even be half full. Make sure the refrigerator is level
so the pan doesn't overflow.

If the light doesn’t work:

e Check fuses and circuit breakers. Make sure it's
plugged in.

If a bulb is burned out:

e See instructions for changing light bulbs on page
6. Use appliance bulbs only.

If the motor seems to run too long:

* |s the condenser, behind the refrigerator, free of dust
and lint?

* On hot days, or if the room is warm, the motor natu-
rally runs longer.

¢ |f the door has been opened a lot, the motor will run
longer to cool down the interior,

Remember: Motor running time depends on dif-
ferent things: number of door openings, amount of
food stored, temperature of the room, setting of the
controls.

And, your new refrigerator may be larger than
your old one so it has more space to be cooled. It
also has a regular freezer instead of a frozen food
compartment. All this means better refrigeration and
may require more running time than your old one.
