6. Always handlea filled compactorbagwith care. Never liftit by the sides.
Brokenglassor othersharpobjectsinthe bagcan cause injury.

7. Alwayscarrya filledcompactorbagbythefoldedtopora bagcarrier.Watch
outfor glassthat may havecutthroughthe bag sides.

8. Do not usethe compactorforany purposeexceptthejobitwasdesignedto
do.

9. Beforetouchingthe ram cover,wipe offany brokenglass.
10. Do not shoveitemsdownintothe compactorwithhandsor feet. Toavoid

beingcut, let the compactordo thecompacting.

12. Donot compactclothsorcanscontainingpaintliquids,thinners,lighterfluid,

etc.whichcould create a fire hazard.

Using the Compactor

To Start

1. Open the drawer by pressingthe toe releasebar or pull handle.

2. Dropin the trash,foldingor crushingoversizeditems.Make suretrashdoesnot fall
behindcontainer.Neverfill containerbeyondrim.

3. Closedrawercompletelyor compactorwillnotoperate.

4. "rumkey-knobtoSTART;letknobgo. Compactorwillautomaticallystopattheendof the
cycle.When the compactorhas stopped,the key-knobwill remainat the ON position.

To Stop

1. Tostop compactorduringa cycle, turn key-knobto LOCK/OFE Then turn it to ON.The
compacting ram will rise.

2. Once ram stops dsing, drawer can be opened. Compactor is also ready for routine
operation.

To Lock

1. Thecompactorcanbe locked sothat itcannotbeoperated. This isespecially important
to prevent small children from operating or playing with compactor.

2. To lock, turn key-knob to LOCK/OFF position, remove knob and place in a secure
location. This locks the control panel but not the drawer.Therefore, before running the
compactor, check to see if any item has been mistakenly placed in the drawer.

Loading Tips

• The compactorisdesigned to handle mostdry trash.However it is not a substitute for a
food waste disposer. Most food waste will become sour and odoriferous when held at
room temperature.

• Load bottles or cans on their sides in the center of the drawer.

• Wrap all wet or messy food waste in newspapers or paper towels to help absorb
moisture.

Do Not Compact The Following Items

• Highlyflammable materials,such as paint or oil-filled rags and paint cans that might
cause a concentration of explosive vapors and thus a fire hazard.

• Any container or aerosol can which might contain poisonous or explosive products.
• Itemsthat may develop offensiveodors such as raw meat, fish, citrus rinds, disposable

diapers and personalhygiene items.

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To Remove a Filled Bag

1. When the level of compacted trash nears the top ofthebag andnomoretrashcan be
added, removethe bag.

2. Opendrawer.Pullall fourbagcuffsoutof theretainersonthe sidesof thedrawer;unfold
flaps.Tuckinslottedsides.(See Fig.E)

3. Bringtopedgesof bagtogether.Rollor foldtopedgesto close bag. (See Fig.F)

4. Removebagcarrierhandlesfromsideretainersand hold.(See Fig.G)

5. Pressdownlever-actionlocklocatedonrightsideofdrawer(See Fig.H).Holdlatchand
tiltsideofdraweruntilthelatchclearsthedrawerfront.Use bagcarrierhandlesto liftout
bagandcarryaway.Ifglassis inthe bag, usecarewhenhandlingbag.Donotpickbag
up bysides.

Air Fvgshener

Usingan air freshenerwillhelpcontrolodorsthatmight
developinthetrash.Placeasolidairfreshener,suchas
a stick-ondisc-shapedfreshener,intothe air freshener
compartment.Thereare manysolidairfreshenersavail-
able at supermarketsand departmentstores.The air
freshenershouldlast4 to6 weeksdependingonroom
temperatureand howdryroomair is.

Compartmentthat holdsair freshenercan be removed
forcleaningif necessary.

Adjustable Toe Plate

In some installationsthe toe platemayrubthe floorcovering.If thisoccurs,thetoe plate
clearancemaybe changedas follows:

• Determinethe amountof interferenceof the toe platewiththe carpetorflooring.
• Slidethedrawerfromthe unit.

• Laydrawerbottomup.
• With a rulerand pencildrawa linewhere toe plate interfereswiththe floorcovering.
• Use a pairof scissorsandcut toe platealongthisline.
• Replacedrawerinthe unit.

• Compactingworksbestwhenonlya few itemsareloaded.Usethecompactingcycle

frequently.

Bottles don't break:

• Notallbottleswillbreakeverytime,dependingupontrashloadbelowthem.

Drawer won't open:
• Drawerwillopen onlywhenram is all the way up.
• Toraisethe ram,pushdrawerin firmly;turn key-knobto START;releasekey-knob.
• Open drawer;lay cansand bottlesflat incenterof drawer.
• Startcompactoragain.
